Town Board Meeting
August 14, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:02pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required. Neil Ambourn made a motion to accept the minutes from the July meeting as written. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Ro Endresen made a motion to adjourn the Town Board meeting in order to call the Board of Review in session.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  Assessor Cliff Pardun was present and reported that he had not yet completed the assessment roll for 2006.  The Board of Review was rescheduled for October 25 from 5-9pm and the Open Book was scheduled for October 7 from 9am – noon.  Ro Endresen made a motion to return to the Town Board meeting agenda.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn reported on the various calls he had received concerning cleanup of trees following the high winds and complaints concerning gravel roads.  He also noted that at the next Town Board meeting, an agenda item would be a resolution concerning comprehensive planning.  He also noted that for all future road projects, a 3day notice prior to commencing work should be written in to the contract. Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had completed the quarterly payroll reports.  She also reported that she, Viola Engebretson, and Laura Jensen had attended 3 hours of training on the HAVA voting machine. She was also working on the State Insurance Fund renewal and contacting Rural Insurance to see if their rates might be lower. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that deposits were $64,552.94.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that there was a new website monitoring system and that he would email last month’s report to be added to the minutes. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had graded town roads, cleanup trees following the high winds, had started mowing and had taken one week of vacation.  Neil said that priorities for the next few weeks were to finish grading town roads and mowing all roads.  He noted that a boom mower would be needed this fall.  Neil also noted that shouldering was needed along Dongola Road. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:
Reschedule Board of Review – see above

Grading of Private Roads – following an inquiry from a resident, Neil had researched whether or not the Town could grade a private driveway.  Results of this research were that the town cannot contract for services such a grading (snowplowing is specifically allowed in the statutes).  CC Anderson will be contacted about discontinuing this service.
Town Hall Repair Project – Neil reported that the power washing of the building had gone pretty well, but that additional scraping would be necessary prior to painting.  The jail crew will be contacted to see if they are available.  An electrician is needed to remove the overhead power and install a buried line.  Additional outlets are also needed inside.  Jim and Neil will work on these issues.
Road Projects update – Road projects awarded to Monarch and Scott were underway. An additional project for 2006 will probably be scheduled.  Neil reported that additional funding for road projects may be available through IRRP.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, September 11, 2006.  The date for the October Board meeting was set for Monday October 23 due to travel schedule of two of the board members. The meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
