Town Board Meeting
July 10, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:00pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the May meeting as written. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn reported on logging jobs on Maple Road and Buck Lake Road that had created problems with driveways.  Neil shared the update from North Ambulance on improvements made in their service, noting a possible 6% increase in their service contract was possible if Trade Lake canceled service with North Ambulance.  He reported that he had issued a fire works permit to Mallard Lake Resort for July 4.  Neil had been contacted by resident Duane Hare with concerns about the way his road was graded.  After discussion, Neil agreed that he would speak with him directly. Neil also reviewed the various educational opportunities for which he had received notice. Clerk Peggy Tolbert had received a letter from the Burnett Community Library thanking the board for its donation. She reported that she, Laura Jensen and Violet Engebretson were going to be attending the HAVA voting machine training at the County Government Building on August 2. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that expenses were $2,733.59.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert had a question about dumping trash on personal property.  He reminded the board that the County Sheriff’s office needed some notice if jail crews were going to be used on the Town Hall repair project.  Supervisor Ro Endresen reported that the County was working out the details of storing the HAVA voting machines. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had crack sealed for two weeks with the jail crew.  He had gone to Duluth to pickup more tar, cut down the problem tree on Austin Lake Road, worked on Maple Lane where the loggers had damaged the driveway and had inspected a driveway for a permit.  After discussion of mid-season mowing, Neil asked Dale to mow at intersections to improve visibility and to get a start on late season mowing.  Assessor Cliff Pardun was present to give a report on the reassessment.  Overall he is finding that land values are doubling as expected, but that structures are not; he’s not sure what effect that will have on equalizing values for the state.  He has had a very good reception from town residents, with the exception of 3 or 4 people who have denied him access.  Dates for the actual Board of Review were discussed.  The Adjourned Board of Review meeting set for August 14 will be adjourned again until September 18 or 20, depending on Cliff’s schedule and progress with the assessment roll.  Open Book was scheduled for Saturday, September 2 from 9am to noon, so that out of town property owners might better be able to attend.  Dale Halonie reported that he had been questioned about the ownership of Larrabee Subdivision Public Access lot.   A representative from the Big Sand Lake Association was present to inquire about the board’s position on setting up a Lake Management District.  Neil told him that the board had not been approached and therefore that the board had no position.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Town Hall Repair Project – No action taken; Neil will contact Norm Bickford about trying out power washing with the Webster Fire Department’s truck
Road Projects update – no word had been received from Monarch or Scott regarding their projects.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, August 14, 2006.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:20pm.
