Town Board Meeting
June 12, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:04pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the April meeting as written. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn had received two driveway permit applications and passed these onto Dale Halonie; a cutting notice from a resident on Emerson Road had been received; notice of a meeting on Comprehensive Planning had been received.  None of the board had attended the 5/31 session but Neil had spoken with Mike Kornman who had led the session. Most towns are waiting for the County to take the lead in comprehensive planning, and thus far the issue had not been addressed at the County level.  Neil had also received information from the County concerning the handling of stray dogs: the responsibility for the handling of stray dogs was being returned to the towns; towns and villages would continue to collect dog license fees and turn them over to the County; any funds remaining in the dog license fund at the end of the fiscal year would be returned to the towns/villages; animal seizures would remain the responsibility of the County. There was discussion of the Humane Society but no action was taken.  Neil also reported on a meeting he and Jim Tolbert had had with a salesman for a geofabric product and noted that he felt the use of the material should be considered in the future.  Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that Violet Engebretson, Laura Jensen and Mary Lengsfeld had attended the State Elections Board training for chief election inspectors and that all three had satisfied the training requirements for recertification.  She also reported that the reimbursement for the purchase of the HAVA voting machine would be within the budget year, but probably not until the fall.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that expenses were $16,877.52.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that the LOSA program for the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department might still be a possibility, despite the previous report that the idea had come to a stand still.  He also reported that the WebTrends reports had been eliminated, but would be replaced sometime in the future by a different trends reporting process.  He also reported that 3 of the 12 weather radios had been placed – one in the Town Hall, and two had been requested by residents. Jim also reported that he had contacted the St. Croix Tribe concerning Angeline Road but had not heard back from them. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had graded, hauled gravel, and gotten the tarring equipment ready for crack sealing.  He reported that with the 3 man crew from the jail, Compeau Road, Viola Lake Road, Dongola Road, and Larrabee Subdivision Road had been cracksealed (approximately 5.25 miles).  He also reported that a large quantity of junk appliances had been thrown into the creek along Gaslyn Lake Road. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Town Hall Repair Project – Jim Tolbert will contact Terry Nesvold about the jail crew working on water blasting paint and scraping paint from the siding.
License renewals - Application for renewal of Class B liquor license, operators and cigarette vendor license had been received from Hunter’s Inn.  Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the renewal; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.
