Town Board Meeting
May 8, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm. All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the March meeting as written. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn had received a request from town resident, CC Anderson to continue to grade his private road twice per year and to bill him as done previously.  Additional correspondence received by Neil included a letter from Mary House in Wisconsin Dells concerning the possible dumping of nuclear waste; a letter from the Zoning Office concerning a change in policy to notify affected municipalities 20days in advance of hearing concerning their area; a letter from North Memorial Ambulance updating on the changes and improvements being made to service; a letter from the County Surveyor to be notified of work to be done; various educational opportunities.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported deposits for the month were $20,349.78 and expenses were $23,097.97.  Supervisor Ro Endresen reported about the Viola Lake Cemetery meeting with Wagner Surveying.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that progress on the LOSA program for the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department had come to a dead end for the meantime but that he was going to continue to research the issue. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had graded town roads once and started patching blacktop.  He finished with ROW clearing along Gaslyn Lake Road. Additionally, he had put the dock in, fixed and/or replaced signs, cleaned Keizer Bridge.  He had also ridden with Scott and Monarch in order for them to prepare their bids for road work.  He had also requested that 6,000 yards of gravel be crushed.  Burnett County Highway Department had shouldered along Okerlund and Whistler Roads. Neil asked Dale to cut a fallen tree along Austin Lake Road.  Following discussion of the use of jail labor for crack filling, it was decided to try it for the week of May 22.  3 people would be requested, the town will provide lunch and water.  Jim Tolbert will make the arrangements.  Following discussion of Angeline Road issues, Jim Tolbert said that he would contact Dick Hartman again about the St. Croix Tribe taking over the road.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2006 Road Projects – Road bids for two projects were opened; the bids are attached.  Low bid for project #1 was Scott Construction at $46,380; low bid for project #2 was Monarch at $17,632.
Right of Way clearing policy – After discussion is was decided to use the existing letter of notification and to put ROW clearing on the agenda in the fall..
Town Hall Repair Project – Discussion about paving the driveway and handicapped parking spaces ensued; no action was taken but Jim Tolbert will continue to research the requirements and estimate costs.  Neil Ambourn is going to contact the Webster Fire Department about trying a high pressure wash with their fire truck.
License renewals - Application for renewal of Class B liquor license and operators license had been received from Mallard Lake Family Resort.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve the renewal; Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.
Set Board of Review Date- Tuesday, May 23 at 4:30 the Board of Review will be held, and will then be adjourned until Monday, August 14 at 7:30pm; the assessment role is not yet completed because of the revaluation of the entire town.
HAVA Voting equipment – following discussion of the grant application and the two voting machine purchase packages, Ro Endresen made a motion to purchase package #2 which included 4 years of extended maintenance; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried. Following discussion of the MOU with the County concerning the purchase of the voting machine, Ro Endresen made a motion to sign Resolution 2006-18 and enter in to the MOU; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, June 12, 2006.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:32pm.
