Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 8:30pm., immediately following the 2006 Annual Meeting.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the March meeting as written. Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried

Reports from Town Officers and employees: Chair Neil Ambourn had received a letter from Kathy Swingle’s office concerning boundaries at the Viola Lake Cemetery indicating that a survey may be needed.  Neil asked Supervisor Ro Endresen to look into this issue. Neil also reported on the NIMS disaster preparedness training he had attended at the Webster Fire Hall.  Jim Tolbert noted that he would be attending the NIMS session at the St.Croix Tribal Fire Hall later in the month. Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the Spring Election had gone off smoothly and that the poll workers had registered 18 new voters.  She also reported on the Chief Inspector training that Violet Engebretson, Laura Jensen and Mary Lengsfeld were planning on attending as part of the required recertification process.  She also reported that the quarterly payroll reports would be completed this month. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that deposits for the month were $16,259.79 and expenses were $13, 268.88, leaving a bank balance of $125,798.92.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert presented the Web Trends report for the month.  He also reported on the WISLR road maintenance history program that is replacing the PACER system.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had started grading town roads.  He was almost finished with ROW clearing along Gaslyn Lake Road.  He had attended school and would have a report for the next meeting.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2006 Road Projects – Road bids to be published will be prepared by Neil Ambourn in the next few days; bids will be opened at the May 8 meeting.
Right of Way clearing policy – Jim Tolbert had prepared a draft policy; he had received some comments concerning the need to clarify what needs to be done if a property owner wants to do the work themselves.  No action was taken.
Town Hall Repair Project – No action taken; the board discussed paving of parking spaces and a path to the outhouse and/or renting handicapped accessible port-a-potties for elections or other events.
Burnett County Jail – employment possibilities – JimTolbert had contacted Jailer Terry Nesveld about the possibility of using prisoners with Huber privileges for jobs such as tarring, crack filling, and town hall repairs.  No action was taken.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
