Town Board Meeting
March 20, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the January Meeting as written. Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Report on Town Correspondence: Neil Ambourn had received several inquiries about upcoming road projects from various construction companies, several cutting notices, and educational opportunities.  Also received were: a reminder from Burnett County Highway Department about highway inspections, a TRIP project reimbursement form, and notice of the Emergency Management training to be held at the Webster Fire Hall.  
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had completed and submitted the Financial Report Form CT.  She also reported the HAVA grant funds had been received ($630) and gave an update on the electronic voting machine decision/purchase.  Peggy also reminded the board about the upcoming Spring Election on April 4 and asked Dale to meet her at the town hall at 7:30am to set up the handicapped parking signs. She also noted that the UDC reports were starting to be filed again. Supervisor Ro Endresen reported on the Bergman asphalt maintenance seminar that he had attend and reported to the board on the products that were most applicable to the town. Supervisor Jim Tolbert presented that the Web Trends report for the month.  He also said that he planned to scan historic photos that would be shown during the Spring Election. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that the truck had broken down again – that the back drive shaft and u joint had to be replaced.  He had used the grader to plow the last snow, and that the County crew had done some plowing as well.  There was discussion about the number of repairs that had been made to the truck, and that most of these were out of warranty.  Jim Tolbert said that he would compile a report of these.  Neil Ambourn asked Dale to compile his maintenance and repair records as well.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2006 Road Projects – A road inspection was scheduled for Monday, March 27 at 3pm.  Peggy Tolbert will post the “special” meeting
Right of Way clearing policy – Following discussion of clearing the right of way along Gaslyn Road, the board agreed that there was need for a clear policy and that notification of affected property owners should be standard.  Neil suggested to Dale that tape or flagging should be used to mark trees, rather than fluorescent paint.  Jim will draft a policy for the next meeting and suggested that chipping debris be considered.
Town Hall Repair Project – The board discussed the plans for repairs to the exterior of the town hall – siding, fixing a couple of windows and replacing the rotten sills.  It was noted that $15,000 has been earmarked for this purpose.  No further action was taken.
Annual Town meeting – in addition to the normal agenda items, Neil will propose a resolution to give the board Village Powers.  He will also discuss comprehensive planning.  Cliff Pardun requested to be placed on the agenda to discuss the complete reassessment of the town that will be completed in 2006.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
