Town Board Meeting

Tuesday, April 16, 2013
Minutes 
The newly elected officers’ oaths of office were filed with town clerk the previous week. A ceremonial reading of the oaths of office was conducted.

Chair Ed Weber called the April 16, 2013 meeting of the Board of the Town of Sand Lake to order following the Annual Meeting at 7:25 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Duane Andrea, Don Button, Jim Taylor, Gordon Johnson, Barbara Johnson, Diane Weber and Bob Pardun. Ed Weber confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of March 11, 2013 Town Board meetings was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard concerning opening Town Roads to All Terrain Vehicle (ATV) traffic and reconsidering an earlier decision to discontinue snowplowing of private driveways.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he would be attending a meeting concerning the ambulance contract and how the subsidy is apportioned to the municipalities.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert had several business details for the new town officials to complete: W4 forms; Towns Association Workshop brochure; confirm desired County Directory listing; attendance at the Webster Fire Association meeting and the Burnett County Unit of the Towns Association meeting; signature card for Bremer bank accounts. Peggy reported that the St. Croix Hertel Fire Chief had completed the online compliance requirement so the 2013 Fire Dues payment to the town is no longer in jeopardy. Peggy reported with the improving weather she would be seeking consultation and bids for reconstruction of the entryway to the town hall and also repairs of the leaking chimney. Two more filing/storage cabinets will be ordered for clerk and treasurer files to be stored in the town hall.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of March 29, 2013, was $211,156.76 and the equipment account balance was $116,399.34.  44 dog licenses and 1 kennel license had been issued by the April 1st deadline. Further discussion was held concerning dog licensing in the town.

Plan Commission Report: No report given.
Ambulance Committee Report: no report given
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie had spent most of his time snowplowing and sanding, shop work and picking up trash along the roads.  Gordon Johnson reported the road is crumbling badly along Normans Landing Road and Sewell Road.
