Town Board Meeting

Monday, May 13, 2013
7:00 p.m.
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the May 13, 2013 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance included Duane Andrea, Jim Taylor, Gary Pavlicek, Adam Pavlicek and Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 16, 2013, Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 24, 2013 Special Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Ed Weber stated he disagreed the board was in consensus concerning their position on the ambulance subsidy. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Duane Andrea concerning opening town roads to ATV use. This item will be on the agenda for the June 10, 2013 meeting.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the Towns Association meeting; the vote on the ambulance subsidy was to keep the “per capita” system. As an outcome of the Spring Road Tour Ed Weber reported he had spoken with Rick Hopkins about getting estimates for removing a clay pocket on Lily Lake Road and a culvert replacement on Austin Lake Road. He also took a call about the condition of the culvert on Viola Lake.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the liquor license renewal process was underway for Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Family Resort. She reminded the board about the Board of Review scheduled for Monday, May 20, 2013 from 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. Peggy reported on correspondence received from the Burnett County Humane Society, the Uniform Dwelling Code inspector and Northwest Regional Planning Commission. The contract for ambulance service with North Memorial Ambulance service for 2014-2017 was signed. Motion to accept the clerk’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of April 30, 2013 was $228,737.89 and the equipment fund balance was $116,402.44. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: No reports were given.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he had been patching blacktop and cutting trees. The fire inspections of the town hall and town shop were done by the Webster Volunteer Fire Department. Dale attended mine safety school and removed the weight restriction signs.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Dog Lister Update: Melanie Johnson updated the board on the process of creating a dog list and issuing dog licenses. She asked for input concerning the dog list. Discussion ensued on the difficulties of locating all dogs in the town and contacting their owners. Burnett County Health Department and Burnett County Humane Society are working together on a campaign to vaccinate and license more dogs due to concerns about rabies and costs of quarantine. They have offered to assist treasurers create their list dogs. 
2. GP2 New DNR permit procedure: Ed Weber reported on the new DNR permit process and noted all future permits will be issued under this process. The Sand Lake Drive culvert will remain under the previous TRANS 207 process.
3. Equipment repair: Ed Weber reported the town grader has been hauled to Eau Claire for repair. The hydraulic system seems to be the problem. Repairs could range $18,000 - $20,000.  To replace the grader would cost between $97,000 (used) and $200,000 (new). Discussion ensued on replacement vs. repair. Motion to repair the grader was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 
4. Prioritize 2013 Road Projects: Discussion ensued on road project identified during the Spring Road Tour. Projects were ranked (1) paving Austin Lake Road (estimated at $105,000), (2) Sand Lake Drive culvert and (3) replace culvert on Austin Lake Road. Motion to accept the bid from Hopkins Sand and Gravel for $2,130.00 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Other road projects to be considered are: gravel crushing (estimates received from Hopkins Sand and Gravel were $28,000 for 14,000 tons from Stellrecht pit and $42,000 for 14,000 ton from Scotka pit), crack sealing and striping Bass Lake Road and Gaslyn Road near County Road X. Motion to request bids for paving Austin Lake Road was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Ed Weber will work on the bid specifications and check with Bob Morehouse if this project would qualify as a TRIP project. Preliminary specifications are: 1.2 miles, 20 feet wide, 2” deep hot mix asphalt, certificate of insurance required, start date specified. Discussion ensued on the Sand Lake Drive culvert. Ed Weber asked Gary Pavlicek what it would take to get out of his contract for this project. Mr. Pavlicek stated $5,000 over and above the amount already received for the culvert. The borings have not yet been done; Ed Weber will contact Twin Ports to see when the borings are scheduled.
5. Town Hall entrance repair: Peggy Tolbert shared an estimate for redoing the town hall entrance submitted by Brad Anderson for $3,865.00. The board requested another bid for this project.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
