Town Board Meeting

Monday, June 10, 2013
7:00 p.m.
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the June 10, 2013 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance included Duane Andrea, Jim Taylor, Gary Pavlicek, Don Button, Mary Lengsfeld, Warren Melin, Bob Pardun and Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the May 13, 2013, Town Board meeting and May 20, 2013 Special Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Don Button, Gary Pavlicek and Jim Taylor concerning the Sand Lake Road culvert project.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the purchase and financing of the grader was complete. A request was received from Duane Cable, Austin Lake Association, for a reduced speed limit sign for Austin Lake Road and a dead end sign on Hopkins Road. This issue will be an agenda item for the July meeting as will a request for a speed limit sign for Sand Lake Drive. A meeting with DNR agent Amy Cronk and Burnett County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse is scheduled for Monday, June 13 to consider whether borings should be made at the site of the proposed culvert on Sand Lake Road. Amy will also look at the culvert on Viola Lake. Ed Weber and Jerry Tjader attended the Towns Association workshop for new officials. The Big Sand Lake Restoration Association report had been delivered but had not been read yet.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the financing terms on the grader with Bremer Bank were $55,000.00 at 2.05% for 3 years. Insurance on the grader needs will updated with the Local Property Insurance Fund. A list of contractor equipment was verified for that insurance policy. A notice to “save the date” for the Annual Town Picnic will be published in the Leader. The picnic date is August 11. Two file cabinets were purchased and delivered to the town hall. Peggy asked Dale to unpack the cabinets and place them next to the other ones. The need for another bid for the repair of the town hall entrance was discussed. 
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of May 31, 2013 was $216,353.87 and the equipment fund balance was $116,405.38. These amounts do not reflect the loan proceeds for the grader or the payment for the grader.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported his attendance at the Towns Association workshop. As he drove, mileage will be paid.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported town roads had been graded, blacktop had been patched and replacement road name signs had been ordered.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Approve Liquor license renewals and other license applications: Peggy Tolbert reported no objections to the renewals of liquor licenses for Mallard Lake Family Resort or Hunter’s Inn had been received. Hunter’s Inn also applied for renewal of their cigarette vendor’s license. Operator’s licenses renewals were received from Gordon Johnson, Lorie May Peron and Philip A. Hoefs. Motion to approve all licenses was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

2. Town Assessor contract: Bob Pardun was present and reviewed his contract for the next three year period – 2014-2016. These would be maintenance years at the cost of $7,500.00 per year. Motion to approve the assessor’s contract for 2014-2016 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
3. All Terrain Vehicle operation on town roads: Discussion ensued on pros and cons of opening all Town of Sand Lake roads to ATV and UTV use and holding a public hearing on August 3, 2013 from 10:00 am until noon to receive comments on this issue from all property owners before making a decision. An option of emailing comments would also be allowed. Motion to mail a notice of the public hearing to all Town of Sand Lake property owners was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Peggy Tolbert and Melanie Johnson will work on the mailing. The board offered their assistance.

4. Contract/construction specifications discussion: Ed Weber inquired whether the town had a standard contract or construction specifications. Discussion ensued on the need for such documents and Ed Weber will research what other municipalities are using.

5. 2013 Road Projects Update: The Austin Lake Road culvert was set in. Besides the meeting about the Sand Lake Road culvert and the request for bids for paving Austin Lake Road, discussion ensued on chip sealing Birch Haven Road from Angeline Avenue, Whistler Road and Okerlund Road and crack sealing on Gaslyn Road. Ed Weber asked Dale Halonie to look into costs of these repairs and report at the July meeting.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – July 8, 2013
Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Meeting was adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
