Town Board Meeting

Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the July 8, 2013 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance included Paul Anderson, Gary Pavlicek, John Taylor, Thomas Gagnon and Dale Halonie (7:09 pm). Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the June 10, 2013, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Gary Pavlicek concerning the speed limit on Sand Lake Road and parking issues on the same road
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the meeting with Amy Cronk (DNR), Bob Morehouse (Burnett County Highway Department) and others concerning conducting borings related to the culvert project at Sand Lake Road and the culvert at Viola Lake. Ed also reported on two dog at large issues that were resolved with the help of the Burnett County Humane Society.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported liquor licenses and other licenses were issued to Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn. Acknowledgements for donations were received from Regional Hospice and the Burnett County Citizen Patrol. Peggy reported a committee headed up by Lillian Anderson was working on the Town Picnic, scheduled for August 11. The town will provided supplies. Dale was reminded about setting up tables in the town hall and bringing the picnic tables for outside. Two fire signs questions were discussed – one sign has not been installed as of yet and the other is in a location not satisfactory to the resident. The list of insured contractor’s equipment was reviewed for the Local Government Insurance program. Discussion of how to run the public hearing was held. Peggy reminded Dale that the new filing cabinets needed to be unpacked. One fireworks permit had been issued to Mallard Lake Family Resort.
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of June 30, 2013 was $204,200.77 and the equipment fund balance was $66,406.06. Second half property tax collections are underway by the County Treasurer. Six dog licenses were issued last month. A stray dog that bit a child was put down by the Humane Society.
Supervisors’ reports: Ro Endresen reported receiving calls concerning the possible abandonment of Viola Lake Road as an alternative to replacing the culvert. Residents are concerned about exit routes in case of fire.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he will be mowing next week. He has been hauling gravel for the Austin Lake/Hopkins Roads project. Discussion ensued on the price of gravel from Hopkins and whether they were giving us the price quoted earlier.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Austin Lake Road paving project – bid opening: Two bids were received by the 7:00 pm deadline – Taylor Paving, Inc. and Monarch Paving Company. The bid from Taylor Paving, Inc. was for $98,454.40 (Hopkins Road patch - $1,280.00 and Austin Lake Road - $97,147.40).  The work to be done would be hot mix. The Monarch Paving Company bid was: Austin Lake Road - $105,405.99 for hot mix; $101,403.52 for warm mix. Hopkins Road patch - $3,234.02 for hot mix; $3,197.51 for warm mix. Motion to accept the low bid from Taylor Paving, Inc. was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Ed Weber added the work must be done in a reasonable timeframe. John Taylor said the work would be done by August. Motion carried. Taylor Paving, Inc. was awarded the bid.
2. Speed limits – Sand Lake Road and Austin Lake Road: Discussion ensued on the need for a lower speed limit on these roads. Without an official study, 45 MPH is the lowest the town can legally lower the speed limit. Motion to post the speed limit as 45 MPH on Sand Lake Road and Austin Lake Road was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. A dead end sign will also be ordered by Hopkins Road.
3. Town Hall Door Repair: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the bid received from Brad Anderson for $3,865.00. No other bids had been received. Motion to accept the bid from Brad Anderson was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjder. Motion carried, voice vote. 
4. Polk Burnett Election work notification and approval of blanket construction permit: Ed Weber reviewed the notification of work and the request for a blanket construction permit. Motion to approve the blanket construction permit for Polk Burnett Electric was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

5. DOT request for cost estimates from July 1, 2011 storm: Discussion ensued on roads listed on the WISLR report as being storm damaged. Ed Weber will contact Lance Burger to confirm what information is needed. No action taken.
6. 2013 Road Projects Update: Ed Weber reported that the borings had been done for the Sand Lake Road culvert and that due to disintegrated peat this may not be a possibility. Ed has not seen the report so can’t draw any conclusions.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – August 12, 2013
Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
