Town Board Meeting

Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the September 9, 2013 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Don Button, Mary Lengsfeld, Dean Burgess, Shirley Burgess, Duane Andrea, Jim Taylor and Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the August 12, 2013, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Jim Taylor suggesting that since public comments were to be limited that they be heard at the end of the meeting. Ed Weber noted that meeting attendees could speak during the meeting if recognized by the chair. Duane Andrea asked when the board would be making a decision about opening town roads to ATV and UTV use. Dean Burgess noted town property owners had voiced opposition to ATV use in a survey conducted by Burnett County during the comprehensive planning process. Ed Weber said the board was not ready to take action on this issue yet.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the reported on the Sand Lake Road culvert project. A letter has been sent to the St. Croix Tribal Council proposing the timber bridge option and requesting financial assistance with construction of the bridge or culvert placement. No response has been received. Ed intends to resubmit the original DNR permit application. Don Button requested a copy of the Twin Ports boring report.
Clerk’s report: No report given.
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of August 30, 2013 was $168,494.35 and the equipment fund balance was $66,405.79. Melanie reported on the dog licensing software proposed for purchase by the Burnett County Clerk and detailed the benefits of the program.
Supervisors’ reports: No reports were given.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he had graded about half of the town roads, had finished mowing and is patching blacktop. An order for replacement road signs is being prepared. Peggy suggested getting quotes from Lange and Badger State Industries. Dale will work with Peggy on this order. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Dog Licensing Software: Motion to approve participation by the Town of Sand Lake in the dog licensing software purchase and implementation was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 
2. Sand Lake Road culvert: Discussion ensued on the Chair’s report. No further action was taken.
3. 2013 Road Projects: Discussion ensued on additional road work that might be undertaken in 2013. Dale suggested an overlay on Dongola Road. Ed asked Dale to get estimates on stripping remaining asphalt roads and crack sealing. County Highway has yet to shoulder Austin Lake Road.
4. Fall Road Inspection: A road inspection is needed to complete the WISLR report. The inspection will be scheduled at the October meeting.
5. Request to Vacate Public Access to Big Sand Lake: A letter was received from Benson Law outlining the steps the town would need to take in order to vacate the public access. Discussion ensued on what property owners requesting this action could offer the town in exchange. Dale and Ed will meet to inspect the public access. No action taken.
6. 2014-2015 TRIP Project: Discussion ensued of possible projects. A project will be identified at the October meeting.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
