Town Board Meeting

7:00 p.m.
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the October 14, 2013 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Don Button and Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2013, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Don Button concerning the level of Big Sand Lake and how the level is controlled. Mr. Button spoke about his concern for the long term health of Big Sand Lake and the need to increase the capacity of the Sand Lake Road culvert to help keep Sand Lake Creek streambed clean.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the reported on the Webster Fire Association meeting. The fire association budget has been set without any increase. Ed reported on the Sand Lake Road culvert permit application. It has been submitted but a final decision has not been received. Ed and Dale Halonie inspected the Viola Lake culvert and the Woodland Lodge Subdivision. Discussion ensued on the proposal to create a turnaround on lots 52 and 51 (owned by the Town of Sand Lake) at the expense of Woodland Lodge Subdivision property owners.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reminded the board of the October 24, 2013 meeting of the Burnett County Towns Association Unit and the October 30, 2013 meeting with Department of Transportation officials. 
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of September 30, 2013 was $162,848.84 and the equipment fund balance was $66,408.61. Melanie reported another dog bite was reported by the Burnett County Humane Society. The dog is owned by Marilyn Weschnefski and is licensed.
Supervisors’ reports: No reports were given.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported Austin Lake Road was shouldered by Burnett County Highway Department. Town roads have been graded and a load of gravel placed on Sand Lake Road where the culvert is failing. Dale also reported the dump truck is in need of repair: there are issues with starting the truck and the heater remains on at all times. The board directed Dale to take the truck to the Monroe dealer for repairs. Dale will check on availability of the mower and mow along paved roads. The bridge decks have been sealed. The board agreed it was too late in the season for crack sealing. Discussion ensued on gravel crushing. It was decided to crush approximately $15,000 worth of gravel from the Stellrecht pit at $2.65/ton. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Sand Lake Road culvert: Ed Weber reported the culvert permit was submitted and the DNR is waiting for a response from the St. Croix Tribe before issuing the permit.
2. WISLR report: no action taken.

3. TRIP Project: Ed Weber will meet with Burnett County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse to discuss possible projects. Awards will be made at the October 24, 2013 Burnett County Towns Association meeting.

4. UDC Inspector Contract renewal: Motion to approve the UDC Inspector Contract with Daryl Bazey for two years, 2014-2015, was made by Ro Endrsen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 

5. Preliminary budget discussion: Peggy Tolbert asked for board input for preparation of the 2014 town budget. The Public Hearing on the budget and Special Town Meeting to approve the 2013 tax levy will be held prior to the November 11, 2013 Town Board meeting.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
