Minutes
Budget Hearing 
Chair Ed Weber called the Budget Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the hearing was confirmed. Clerk Peggy Tolbert reviewed the proposed 2014 Town of Sand Lake budget and answered questions from the board. Following discussion of road projects being carried over from 2013, Peggy will make adjustments to the budget per board suggestions. Motion to adjourn the budget hearing was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. The budget hearing adjourned at 7:14 p.m.

Special Town Meeting
Ed Weber called the Special Town Meeting to order at 7:14 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the special town meeting was confirmed. Peggy Tolbert reported the proposed 2013 municipal tax levy to be paid in 2014 was $212,983.00 which is the maximum allowable amount. Motion to approve the 2013 municipal tax levy at $212,983.00 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion to adjourn the special town meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. The special town meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
Town Board Meeting

Ed Weber called the Town Board Meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. There were no public comments. Motion to approve the minutes of the October 14, 2013, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Ed Weber reported he was unable to attend the meeting with Department of Transportation representatives concerning funding for repair of storm damaged roads. Ed reported on other meetings concerning the Sand Lake Road culvert and the Woodland Lodge Subdivision lot abandonment request. Peggy Tolbert reported on preparing the 2014 town budget. A typewriter was donated to the town by Burnett County. Election Inspector nominations are due at the December meeting. 
Melanie Johnson gave the Treasurer’s report. As of October 31, 2013, the checking account balance was $175,848.84 and the equipment fund balance was $66,411.43. Training on the new dog licensing software will be held by the Burnett County Clerk on November 19. Tax statements should be ready to send out prior to Christmas. Following discussion of a tax collector’s bond, motion to approve purchase of the bond was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ Report: No reports were given.

Plan Commission Report: No report was given.

Road Report: The town was awarded a TRIP project for 2014. A half mile of Dongola Road will be resurfaced. Ed reported he will complete the WISLR report and submit it next week.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Adoption of 2014 Town Budget – motion to approve the 2014 Town of Sand Lake budget as amended during the Budget Hearing was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
· MOU with County Clerk for Statewide Voter Registration System support: Motion to approve the MOU was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Woodland Lodge Subdivision lot abandonment request: Recent correspondence from Benson Law Office was reviewed and revisions to the proposal were discussed. Ed reported meeting with Hopkins Sand and Gravel concerning the proposed turnaround. The cost would be approximately $3,280.00. Board consensus is that all costs of construction, publishing and public hearings should be borne by the property owners requesting the lot abandonment. Motion indicating agreement with the turnaround plan as discussed during the meeting and requiring property owners to pay all associated costs was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen, Motion carried, voice vote.

· Sand Lake Road culvert: Ed reported on his meeting with Amy Cronk. Because the DNR was still waiting for St. Croix Tribe input, Ed contacted the Tribal environmental staff and worked out a tentative agreement for installation of the culvert. Two 24” concrete culverts would be purchased and installed at a cost of $25,000.00 to the St. Croix Tribe. Motion to accept the tentative agreement was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. A new DNR permit will be required of the town.
Following review of bills presented for payment, motion to approve all invoices was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. The meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m. Next Meeting date is December 9, 2013.
