Town Board Meeting

Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the December 9, 2013 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Don Button, Gary Pavlicek, Joe Pavlicek and Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the November 11, 2013, Public Hearing, Special Town Meeting and Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Gary Pavlicek concerning the Sand Lake Road culvert project.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the revised permit application for the Sand Lake Road culvert project had been delivered to the DNR. Further information will be shared later in the meeting.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported an updated quote on a salt brining system from Monroe Equipment Company representative, Tom Schartner will be forthcoming. All information needed to process the 2013 tax statements has been delivered to the county treasurer. Peggy requested access to the public notice posting sites be plowed on a regular basis. Peggy will research ongoing problems with email notifications of minutes and agendas from the town website.
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of November 30, 2013 was $164,861.38 and the equipment fund balance was $66,414.16. Melanie reported on the new dog licensing software that has been purchased by the county clerk. A meeting for town treasurers will be held December 11, 2013 and tax statements will be sent before Christmas. Melanie reviewed the dog license information that will be inserted with the tax statements.
Supervisors’ reports: No reports were given.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported on equipment issues. The St Croix tribe is plowing Birch Haven and Madsen Roads. Following discussion of plowing the Town Hall driveway, the public notice posting site at Keizer Bridge and the Sand Lake boat landing, a motion to plow every time 3 or more inches of snow falls was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Sand Lake Road culvert: Ed Weber reported he worked with the St. Croix Tribe and the DNR on a new TRANS207 permit application for a single culvert. The Tribe has agreed to buy two 24” aluminized steel culverts and has resolved to pay to $25,000.00. All parties are waiting for DNR approval of the permit. Discussion ensued on 3rd party monitoring of the installation of the culvert and the agreement being drafted with the Tribe for purchase of the culvert and in kind labor to install it. Don Button and Gary Pavlicek expressed their individual concerns about the plan. Joe Pavlicek noted the warning signs that had been placed on the road have disappeared and inquired about the plan to keep the road open and safe prior to the new culvert being installed. The board directed Dale Halonie to address the situation.
2. Woodland Lodge Subdivision lot abandonment Resolution: Following review of the Resolution agreeing to vacate a public access, a motion to approve the resolution was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

3. Nomination of election inspectors for the 2014-2015 election cycle: Motion to appoint Violet Engebretson, Laura Jensen, Helen Taylor, Mary Lengsfeld and Avis Morrison as election inspectors for the 2014-2015 election cycle was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice vote.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
