Town Board Meeting

Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the January 13, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Don Button, Shirley and Dean Burgess and Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the December 9, 2013, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on calls received about road conditions, about the Sand Lake Road project and upcoming meetings. Ed reported he had been working with the DNR and the St. Croix Tribe regarding the Sand Lake Road project. More will be reported later in the meeting.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported W2s and 1099s had been distributed and other annual payroll reports submitted. Peggy reported there would be no February Primary Election this year. There are two candidates for the County Supervisor for District 18 – Don Taylor and Mark Pettis. The Spring Election will be April 1, 2014. Peggy distributed the updated quote from Monroe Truck Equipment for a pre-wet system.
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of December 31, 2013 was $208,957.61 and the equipment fund balance was $66,416.98. Melanie reported that property tax collection total to date was $328,905.25 (28% of total to be collected). The new dog license software is working well and 14 dogs have been licensed to date.
Supervisors’ reports: Ro Endresen reported receiving a call about snow plowing and asked Road Employee Dale Halonie to follow up.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported he had opened up Sand Lake Road and had packed gravel into the hole. The truck has been repaired. Dale will check with Burnett County Highway to see what pre-wet equipment they might have to offer the town. Dale submitted invoices in the amount of $3,864.79 for his and his wife’s supplemental health insurance for reimbursement. $2,000.00 was budgeted for a health insurance stipend. A closed session will be added to the February meeting agenda to discuss employee compensation and benefits.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Sand Lake Road Culvert: Ed Weber reported the DNR has granted a permit for two 24 inch side by side culverts. The St. Croix Tribe has signed an agreement to pay up to $24,000.00 for the cost of culverts and the cost of construction. They are unwilling to do the construction but Burnett County Highway Department has agreed to do the work. The DNR permit prohibits construction to be done between April 15 and July 15 due to sensitive wildlife in the area. Ed reported that Gary Pavlicek, EDR LTD, wants a settlement to terminate his contract for the project. $3,000.00 has already been paid to him for a culvert, but an additional $5,000.00 is requested for additional work already done on the project. Terms of the contract termination will be an agenda item at the February meeting. Ed reported that further clean out of the creek beyond the road right of way would require a separate permit and would need to be submitted by the property owner.
2. Update on Vacation of Public Access to Big Sand Lake: Peggy Tolbert reported that the resolution approved by the town board at the December meeting was premature. Peggy reviewed the steps that need to be taken including public notice of the public hearing on March 10, 2014 and written notice to adjacent property owners. Peggy will work with Ryan Benson on these details.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – February 17, 2014 – one week later than normal.
Motion to adjourn was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endrsen. Meeting was adjourned at 7:56 p.m.
