Town Board Meeting

Monday, February 17, 2014
7:00 p.m.
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the February 17, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Dale Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the January 13, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the Burnett County Unit of the Wisconsin Towns Association meeting on January 23, 2014 and a few calls received on snowplowing.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported she is working on the 2013 Annual Report and the annual Form CT required by the state. 
Treasurer’s report: Melanie Johnson reported the first half of tax collection by the town has been completed and 62% of property taxes have been collected. The remainder of the real property tax collection will be handled by the County Treasurer. Two personal property bills are delinquent and Melanie will send out reminders to those property owners. The checking account balance as of January 31, 2014, is $603,480.73 and the equipment fund balance is $66,416.98. Thirty-seven dogs have been licensed thus far.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported receiving a call about drifting snow on Gaslyn Road.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported the 4-wheel drive function of the grader is not working. This is a problem not detected prior to the winter season and is not covered by warranty. Ed Weber has spoken with the salesman and is hoping the dealership will help with the cost of repairs. Dale also reported he has sanded and plowed almost daily. The entry door to the town shop has been replaced.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Termination of contract with EDR for installation of culvert on Sand Lake Road: Ed Weber reviewed the options open to the town to terminate the contract with Gary Pavlicek, EDR, Ltd. for installation of a culvert on Sand Lake Road. One option would be to try to retrieve the culvert the town has already paid for without paying anything additional. Another option would be to do nothing and let Mr. Pavlicek keep the culvert. A third option is to pay the $5,000.00 which Mr. Pavlicek has stated he would require to cancel his contract before he would deliver the culvert to the town. No documentation of work done was provided to substantiate this amount. The last option is to pay the $2,000.00 which remains from the EDR invoice #2011-239 which is substantiated and corresponds to the original bid breakdown of costs. Mr. Pavlicek was not present at the meeting to answer questions from the town board. Discussion ensued on the various options and the possible outcomes from each. Motion to authorize payment of $2,000.00 remaining on invoice #2011-239 as a final payment on the contract with EDR was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Payment would be made at the time the culvert was delivered to the town shop. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert will draft a letter to Mr. Pavlicek with the board’s decision and distribute it to the board for comments prior to sending.
2. Discussion – purchase of pre-wet salt brine system: Peggy Tolbert distributed the updated quote from Monroe Truck Company for the purchase of a gravity fed pre-wet salt brine system. Dale Halonie reported County Highway is planning on upgrading their pre-wet systems and that equipment from the older systems will be available for purchase. Ed Weber and Dale Halonie will follow up with County Highway. Consensus was that it is too late this winter season to purchase and install a pre-wet system but should be planned for mid-summer in order to be ready for the next winter season.

3. Update on Vacation of Public Access to Big Sand Lake: Peggy Tolbert reported that the required notice of the public hearing has been published, posted and sent to the adjacent property owners. Ryan Benson is coordinating reimbursement to the town for any expenses incurred for this action. Public hearing will be the first item on the March 10, 2014, meeting of the town board.

4. Closed Session according to WI Statutes 19.85 (1)(c) to discuss and take possible action on compensation and benefits for the town’s road employee: Motion to go into closed session was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Roll call vote: Ed Weber, yes; Ro Endresen, yes; Jerry Tjader, yes. Motion carried. Closed session began at 7:59 p.m. Motion to reconvene to open session was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Meeting reconvened at 8:15 p.m. Motion to increase the wages of the town’s road employee by 2% and to leave the health care allowance at $2,000.00 as budgeted was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – March 10, 2014
Motion to adjourn was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Meeting was adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
