Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the March 10, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Others in attendance were Don Button, Dale Halonie and Bob Pardun. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the February 17, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.
Public Hearing on Discontinuance of Public Way in the Town of Sand Lake was opened for comments. There were no public comments. Public hearing was closed. Motion to adopt Resolution 2014-1 to discontinue a public way was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried by roll call vote: Ed Weber, yes; Ro Endresen, yes; Jerry Tjader, yes. Peggy Tolbert will post and publish the adopted resolution as required by state statutes.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on snowplowing calls and road conditions. The grader is being repaired by the dealer in Ashland. Burnett County Highway Department hauled the grader to Ashland and a private hauler will be returning the grader when repairs are completed. Ed reported he and Dale Halonie had met with county highway commissioner Bob Morehouse about several issues including purchasing used salt brining equipment from the county. A brining system will be available for $300 when the county purchases new trucks outfitted with new brining equipment. One system is reserved for the Town of Sand Lake to be purchased and installed during the summer, 2014.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the Spring Election will be held on Tuesday, April 1, 2014 and includes election of District 18 County supervisor, Webster and Siren School District board members and a Siren School District Referendum. The county clerk will be providing election inspector training prior to the election. The Annual meeting is scheduled for April 15, 2014. So far, no requests for donations have been received. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of February 28, 2014, is $220,293.84 and the equipment fund balance is $66,422.35. Delinquent personal property tax is still owed by Ken Hopkins. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: Ro Endresen reported on a call about snowplowing on Normans Landing Road.
Plan Commission Report: No report was given.
Road report: Dale Halonie reported on snowplowing conditions on town roads. Dale reported he had plowed a private driveway on Dongola Road because the property owners were parking on the road and creating a potential hazard.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Sand Lake Culvert project update: Ed Weber reported the St. Croix Tribe has ordered the culverts but they have not been delivered. Gary Pavlicek received the letter sent informing him of the board’s counter offer and is still demanding $5,000.00 to terminate his contract. Following discussion of possible actions, the board decided to do nothing for now.
2. Set dates for Open Book and Board of Review: Town Assessor Bob Pardun was present. Dates for Open Book will be May 9, 2014, from 6-8 p.m. and Board of Review will be May 19, 2014, from 6-8 p.m. No board training is required this year.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
