Town Board Meeting

Tuesday, May 12, 2014
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the May 12, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting but noted meeting notices had been removed from the posting board at the town hall. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 15, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard about the condition of Sand Lake Road. Chair Weber stated public comments on the proposal to open town roads to ATV traffic would be heard later in the agenda. 
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the Sand Lake Road culvert installation could be moved up if the work could be completed prior to June 15. Wet weather will be the deciding factor.  Ed reported on a stray dog call, the April 24 Towns Association meeting, notification of a Northwest Regional Planning Commission community economic development project, changes at the Hertel recycling site and a request from the Larsen Family Public Library to speak to the Town Board about fund raising for an endowment fund.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported liquor license renewal applications have been sent out and the notice of the renewal applications will be published. A request for an annual donation was received from the Larsen Family Public Library. The request will be added to the June meeting agenda.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of April 30, 2014 was $210,095.82 and the equipment account balance was $66,425.17. Melanie reminded meeting attendees it is not too late to license dogs but that owners of delinquent dogs will be receiving letters from the Burnett County Corporation Counsel. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the Webster Volunteer Fire Department meeting.
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported Restorative Justice may not be able to provide many workers this summer for assistance with crack sealing. Ro Endresen reminded Dale that the Viola Lake dock had not been put in; Dale will do that in the morning. The roads have been too muddy to grade. Lots of cracks have opened up on paved roads due to the harsh winter. Ed Weber reported he is working to resolve the conflict with Gary Pavlicek on the Sand Lake Road culvert project.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Discussion and possible action on proposal to open all town roads to ATV traffic. Ed Weber asked for a show of hands from attendees as to whether they were for or against opening town roads to ATV traffic. The majority was for opening the roads. Motion to open all town roads to ATV traffic and have the ATV club assist in signing was made by Ed Weber. Ro Endresen changed the motion to have the ATV club be responsible for signing and seconded the motion. Jerry Tjader referenced previous studies showing the majority of residents were not in favor of opening the town roads to ATV traffic and mentioned phone calls he had received. Jerry said he could not support the action. Dale Halonie reported on a survey he had completed of 51 houses which showed support for opening      town roads to ATV traffic. Ro questioned whether it was necessary to open all town roads. No public comment was allowed. Motion carried, voice vote. Ed Weber and Ro Endresen voted in favor of the motion and Jerry Tjader was opposed.
2. Discussion of town hall maintenance needs – chimney leak and exterior paint. Following discussion of the needed repairs to the town hall, Ed Weber will research possible contractors for the work.

3. 2014 Road projects. A tour of town roads has been completed. A TRIP project needs to be determined. A crack sealing estimate is needed. Road projects will be prioritized at the June meeting. Discussion ensued on the condition of Shrider Road caused by ATV traffic. This year the Town of Sand Lake is responsible for grading and snowplowing (responsibility alternates with the Town of LaFollette).
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – Monday, June 9, 2014.
Motion to adjourn was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
