Town Board Meeting

Monday, June 9, 2014
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the June 9, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard on the proposed ATV ordinance.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported a resolution, which will be discussed later in the meeting, had been reached with Gary Pavlicek concerning termination of his contract to install a culvert at Sand Lake Road. At this time it seems unlikely Burnett County Highway will be able to install the Sand Lake Road culverts before June 15 due to high water on the lake. The installation will have to wait until after July 15. The road is closed due to a collapse at the site of the existing culvert. Ed also reported the Town of LaFollette did not apply for a permit to install the Viola Lake culvert so no action can be taken on that project yet. Ed removed a downed tree on Compeau Road.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department failed an audit of the fire dues program. Unless the deficiencies are corrected, fire dues may be withheld from the town in 2015. Peggy is trying to get more information about the audit and the fire department’s deficiencies.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of May 31, 2014 was $184,876.98 and the equipment account balance was $66,430.72. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: None.
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he graded and patched holes on town roads and removed fallen trees. Following discussion of crack sealing on town roads, Ed asked Dale to contact Scott Construction to get an estimate for crack sealing. Dale also reported one of the grader tires keeps going down. He will take the grader to the county highway shop to have them look at it. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Larsen Family Public Library:
a. Request for annual donation: Motion to donate $200 to the Larsen Family Public Library was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.

b. Endowment Fund presentation: postponed until a later date.

2. Approval of liquor license renewals and other licenses – Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Resort: Peggy Tolbert reported both applicants had submitted the required documentation and there were no objections to renewal of the Class B combination liquor and cigarette vendor licenses. Gordon Johnson, Philip Hoefs and Lori Peron applied for operator’s licenses. Motion to approve all licenses was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

3. Sand Lake Road culvert project – update on EDR contract: Ed reported Gary Pavlicek will require $5,000.00 to terminate his contract and to deliver the previously purchased culvert and other related items to the town shop. Motion to approve the payment of $5,000.00 to EDR upon receipt of the culvert and other items was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
4. 2014 Road projects. Discussion of possible road projects ensued. The poor condition of Normans Landing Road from Gaslyn Road to Sewell Road was noted. Dale will request a crack sealing bid from Scott Construction. Resident Greg Baasch suggested Bidder’s Exchange in Eau Claire might also be a good source.
5. Discussion and possible action on ATV ordinance: Following discussion of public comments, motion to publish and post the draft ATV ordinance and request written comments on the proposed ordinance by the July 14, 2014 meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
