Minutes – Annual Town Meeting


· The 2015 Annual Town Meeting of the Town of Sand Lake, Burnett County was called to order by Chair Ed Weber at 7:00 pm.  Board members and officers in attendance were Ed Weber, Supervisor Jerry Tjader, Clerk Peggy Tolbert and Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson.  Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. A list of other attendees is on file.

· Minutes of the 2014 Annual Meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept the minutes from the 2014 Annual Meeting was made by Dean Burgess, seconded by Mary Lengsfeld.  Motion carried, voice vote. 

· Ed Weber welcomed town residents to the meeting and reviewed the rules of the annual meeting.  Ed reported that the board had developed a 5-year plan for road maintenance and construction and was considering financing options to complete these projects more quickly than would otherwise be possible. Cost sharing with the St. Croix Tribe was also under consideration. Discussion of specific projects ensued. Ed also acknowledged former Supervisor Ro Endresen for his many years of service to the Town of Sand Lake. A certificate of appreciation will be sent to Ro.

· Melanie Johnson presented the 2015 Treasurer’s Report and answered questions from town residents. Motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Marc Livingston. Motion carried, voice vote. Melanie also reported 50 dog licenses and 1 kennel license have been issued to date. 

· Peggy Tolbert presented the 2014 Annual Financial Report and answered questions from town residents. Motion to accept the Annual Financial Report was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Jim Shives. Motion carried, voice vote.


Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Peggy Tolbert reported on the 2014 annual Town Picnic. A committee is needed for this year’s picnic which will be held Sunday, August 9, 2015. Jim Shives expressed interest. Peggy asked any other potential volunteers to contact her. Discussion ensued on ways to increase attendance at the picnic.

2. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the current liquor licenses in the Town.  Mallard Lake Resort and Hunter’s Inn have combination liquor and beer licenses.  Mallard Lake Resort and Hunter’s Inn have operators’ licenses, and Hunter’s Inn has a cigarette vendor license. Dale Halonie made a motion to keep 2015 liquor, beer, operator and cigarette vendor license fees the same as 2014, i.e. $250 for liquor, $75 for beer, $50 for off sale wine, and $5 each for operator and cigarette vendor. Mary Lengsfeld seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote.

3. Peggy Tolbert reminded the residents of the decision several years ago for groups to submit their donation requests to the Town Board in writing. $2,000.00 has been budgeted for donations in 2015.  Prior to the meeting, written requests for donations were received from Burnett County Humane Society, Larsen Family Public Library and Central Burnett County Fair. Ed Weber recommended these three organizations be given $200 each and the board be given discretion if other requests are received.  Dale Halonie made a motion to follow Ed Weber’s recommendation. Mary Lengsfeld seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert reported the Town had received $64.36 from Burnett County in surplus dog license funds. Following discussion, Mary Lengsfeld made a motion that the surplus dog funds be donated to the Burnett County Humane Society. Dean Burgess seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote. 

4. Ed Weber explained town residents can vote to give the Town Board permission to borrow up to $20,000 in case of an emergency without calling a special town meeting. A motion to give the Town Board permission to borrow up to $20,000.00 for emergencies without electors’ approval was made by Dale Halonie, seconded by Richard Shutt. Motion carried, voice vote.

5. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the three physical locations in the town for posting legal notices: Kiezer Bridge, the Town Hall and the Town Shop. Notices are also published in the Advertiser and posted on the town website. Although the Advertiser is not considered a legal newspaper, posting notices in three physical locations satisfies the legal posting requirement.  A motion to continue to publish notices as a courtesy in the Advertiser, to post notices at three physical and on the town website was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Dale Halonie.  Motion carried, voice vote. Discussion ensued on sending postcards to residents if special meetings are called.

6. Following discussion of the gopher bounty, a motion to keep the 2015 gopher bounty at $2.50 was made by Dick Shutt, seconded by Dale Halonie. Motion carried, voice vote.
