Town Board Meeting

Monday, July 14, 2014
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the July 14, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the June 9, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard on the proposed ATV ordinance and discussion of the proposed ordinance was heard at this time. Following discussion, the board agreed to consider proposed changes and will work on a new draft to be posted in the normal posting locations as soon as possible. The ordinance will be acted upon at the August 11, 2014 town board meeting.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported receiving calls on trees down on roads due to high winds and one dog call. A contract termination/settlement agreement with EDR was drawn up by Benson Law Office and Gary Pavlicek has delivered the culverts to the town shop. The contract is now terminated. Ed reported the Town of LaFollette will apply for the permit for the culvert on Viola Lake and the St. Croix Tribe is still planning on paying for the installation of the culvert on Sand Lake Road. Hopkins Sand and Gravel has been given the go ahead to proceed with the turnaround on Sand Lake Drive. Ed will be consulting with Burnett County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse to revise the TRIP project for 2014/2015.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported additional information on the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department and the failed fire dues audit. The Partisan Primary is on August 12, 2014 and testing of the electronic voting equipment has been scheduled. The public test is on August 5 at 1p.m. at the town hall. Peggy reported the posting board at Kiezer Bridge had been damaged – the plexi on one side was smashed. The Larsen Family Public Library was contacted about making a presentation to the board but Peggy has not heard back from them. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of June 30, 2014 was $157,419.18 and the equipment account balance was $66,433.45. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he graded and patched holes on town. Dale anticipates mowing town roads the last week of July.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. 2014 Road projects: Further discussion of possible TRIP projects ensued. Ed estimates 6.15 miles of town roads need crack sealing – Austin Lake Road, Bass Lake Road, Gaslyn Road, Whistler Road south from the bridge and Sewell Road. The board set priorities and Ed will work on a bid for publication.
2. Annual Town Picnic: The picnic is on August 10 at 12:30 p.m. Peggy Tolbert will contact Dianne Weber about details.

3. Discussion and possible action on ATV ordinance: moved to earlier in the meeting.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
