Town Board Meeting

Monday, September 8, 2014
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the September 8, 2014 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the August 11, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard on beaver control in the new Sand Lake Road culvert and the need for a plan of action.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the following: Sand Lake Road culvert project was completed by Burnett County Highway Department at a cost of $5,237.28 which will be paid by the St. Croix Tribe; two dog reports were received.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations and trainings for the November 4th General Election. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of August 31, 2014 was $158,308.42 and the equipment account balance was $66,439.09. Melanie will be attending a treasurers/budget training on Thursday, September 11. The August property tax settlement of $87,501.70 has been received and is not included in the checking account balance. Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported receiving a call about a downed tree. Ro Endresen reported on the Viola Lake culvert. The Town of LaFollette has not initiated the permit application.
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported on clean up after the recent storm – there were many downed trees and washouts. Mowing was completed. Discussion ensued on the joint ownership agreement for the mower. The grader tire keeps losing air; Dale will take it to the county highway shop for repair.  
Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. ATV/UTV ordinance amendment to add effective date of May 15, 2015: Motion to amend the All Terrain Vehicle/Utility Terrain Vehicle Route/Ordinance 2014-1was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion to amend the ordinance and add the effective date of May 15, 2015 carried, voice vote. The ordinance will be published and posted as required. No ATV/UTV traffic is allowed on town roads until the roads are signed which is expected to be done by May 15, 2015. Violations should be reported to the Burnett County Sheriff’s Department and the Town Board Chair.
2. 2014 Road projects: Discussion ensued on cracksealing. Ed reported Farhner estimated the cost of cracksealing Gaslyn and Whistler Roads at $17,765 and Burnett County Highway Department estimated the work between $15,000 and $18,500. Motion to proceed with cracksealing by Burnett County Highway was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
3. Road Planning Committee: The first meeting of the committee is scheduled for Thursday, September 25 at 9:00 a.m. A road tour will be followed by a planning session to prioritize projects and determine the TRIP project for 2015.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
