Town Board Meeting

Monday, January 12, 2015
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the January 12, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All others were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the December 8, 2014, Town Board meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerrry Tjader. One correction was noted – the date of the November 17 budget hearing should be 2014, not 2015. The motion carried with this correction, voice vote. There were no public comments
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported Webster Volunteer Fire Department will meet on January 15, 2015 and the Burnett County Forestry Department is offering cost sharing grants to towns with roads accessing county forest – application deadline is March 15, 2015. Ed also reported on conversations with Ruben Buck at the St. Croix Tribal Construction regarding payment of the cost of installing the culvert on Sand Lake Road and possible work on Gaslyn and Emerson Roads. Contrary to earlier information, the culvert on Viola Lake is located partially in Sand Lake. LaFollette will still take the lead on its replacement. Emergency procedures to replace the culvert would be allowed if the culvert fails. Ed Weber and Jerry Tjader will attend the Wisconsin Towns Association District Meeting on March 7, 2015, in Cumberland.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on the legal opinion offered by Ryan Benson regarding the town’s liquor license quota. Mr. Benson states the town has two regular full liquor licenses to grant as well as a one-time reserve license. There will be a Primary Election for Siren School board members on February 17, 2015. End of year payroll reports have been completed and W2s have been issued. Research requested by the County Surveyor on a parcel of land which is part of the Viola Lake Cemetery was shared and discussed. The Town Caucus is Saturday, January 17, 2015.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of December 31, 2014, was $269,104.14 and the equipment account balance was $66,450.20. Tax collections to date are $327,497.08 which is 27% of the total due - $1,192,061.63. Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department Christmas party and will be attending their monthly meetings.
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie was not present.
     Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Discussion of Implements of Husbandry weight restrictions: Following review of the options open to the town with regard to Wisconsin Act 377, motion to abide by Option F was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Under Option F, no action is taken and no resolution or ordinance is required.
2. 2015 Road projects: Ed reviewed the status of the Viola Lake culvert, possible St. Croix Tribal/Bureau of Indian Affairs cost sharing on Emerson and Gaslyn Roads, and the pavement wedging project on Dongola Road delayed by weather. Discussion ensued on possible TRIP projects – grinding and grading of Normans Landing Road or double chip seal on Gaslyn Road. Supervisors Endresen and Tjader indicated their preference for work on Normans Landing Road. Ed Weber noted there is another funding option – TRIP B – which allows for projects up to $250,000.00. Engineering is required.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – Monday, February 9, 2015. Agenda items will include a review of overtime policy.
