Town Board Meeting

Monday, February 9, 2015
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the February 9, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2015, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Public comments were heard from Don Button about beaver control on Sand Lake. Larry Larson had comments and questions about the hours worked and claimed by the town road employee.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported rectifying a dog complaint and cutting a downed tree on Compeau Road. Ed also met with County Highway Commissioner Bob Morehouse about revising the town’s TRIP application. A draft of a grant application to the Burnett County Forestry Department will be reviewed later in the meeting. A meeting with St. Croix Tribal representatives is scheduled for February 17, 2015, to discuss possible joint road construction projects. Payment from the St. Croix Tribe for installation of the culvert at Sand Lake Road has not been received but Ed has been assured payment is in process.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported there will be a Spring Primary Election on Tuesday, February 17, 2015 – selection of candidates to be on the Spring Election ballot for the Siren School District school board is the only contest. The chair of the Town of Blaine is requesting information on officer and employee salaries, average hours worked each month and benefits provided. The results of the survey will be shared at the April 23, 2015, Burnett County Towns Association meeting. The 2014 Annual Report and the Form CT have been completed.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of January 31, 2015, was $715,070.14 and the equipment account balance was $66,453.02. Tax collections are complete at the township level and the February settlements are ready to go. Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department monthly meeting.
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie was not present. Ed reported repair was needed on the town dump truck – the fuel casing cracked and the part has been ordered. The grader tire and 2 batteries were replaced. 
     Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Sirentel request – Sid Sherstad was not present.

2. Review of overtime policy – Peggy Tolbert asked for clarification of the town’s overtime policy in light of Burnett County’s new personnel policy. Peggy reviewed the overtime provisions affecting county highway employees and noted the changes from previous provisions. Motion to adopt the county personnel policy was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Ro Endresen. Jerry Tjader expressed concerns about adopting the new policy. Ed Weber withdrew his motion. Following discussion, it was agreed this item will be an agenda item on the March 9, 2015, Town Board meeting and a closed session meeting with road employee Dale Halonie will be scheduled.
3. 2015 Road projects: Ed Weber reviewed the proposed TRIP project - shaping, grinding, removal of clay pockets and graveling on Normans Landing Road from Sewell Road south to ½ mile north of Gaslyn Road and asked for board approval to proceed with this revision. Motion to approve the TRIP project was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote. Ed also reviewed the draft of the grant application to Burnett County Forestry for additional funds for the Normans Landing Road project. Motion to approve the draft grant application and direct Ed Weber to submit the application by the March 1, 2015, deadline was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Responding to public comments, the board will discuss beaver control at the March 9, 2015, Town Board Meeting.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
Next meeting date – Monday, March 9, 2015. Agenda items will include a review of overtime policy.
