Tuesday, April 8, 2003 – 7pm

Minutes – Annual Town Meeting

The Annual Town Meeting of the Town of Sand Lake, Burnett County was called to order by Chairman Neil Ambourn at 7:05pm.  All Board members and officers were present.  Neil Ambourn welcomed town residents to the meeting and explained its purpose.  Clerk Janna Mulroy read the minutes from the 2002 Annual Meeting.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  John Volker seconded the motion, which carried.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie gave the treasurer’s report.  Dale Halonie made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.  Clerk Janna Mulroy presented Annual Report the 2002.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Neil Ambourn to accept the annual report.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

After discussion about requirements for public notices, a motion was made by Dale Halonie to publish notices in both the Inter County Leader and the Burnett County Sentinel.  John Volker seonded the motion, which carried.

After discussion of existing liquor, beer, operator and cigarette vendor licenses in the town, a motion was made by Ro Endresen to keep license fees for 2003 the same as 2002, i.e. $250 for liquor, $75 for beer, $5 each for operator and cigarette vendor.  Dale Halonie seconded the motion, which carried.

Neil Ambourn presented requests for donations that he had received from the Burnett County Citizens Patrol, Forts Folle Avoine Historical Library, and the Central Burnett County Fair Association.  After discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion to keep donations for 2003 the same as 2002, i.e., $100 for the Webster Senior Center, $200 for the Burnett Community Library, $200 to Community Referral, $200 to the Burnett County Historical Society, and $200 to the Citizens Patrol.  An additional $40 will also be given to the Historical Society for the purchase of microfilm for their new research library.  Dale Halonie seconded the motion, which carried.

After discussion, Ro Endresen made a motion to give the Board permission to borrow up to $20,000 for emergencies without electors’ approval.  Dale Halonie seconded the motion, which carried.

After discussion, the 2003 Annual Meeting date was set for Tuesday, April 13.

Neil Ambourn presented the plans for repair of the roof of the Sand Lake Town Hall.  $5000 had been budgeted and the Board will seek bids, and pick out shingles.

Neil Ambourn presented the Board’s desire to dispose of the old Town Shop and land (1.6 acres) due to its unsafe condition and liability issues.  There is currently a 25-year lease held by Dennis Winslow.  Legal options will be explored before proceeding.

Land Use planning and County zoning were discussed, but no action taken.  

Jack Erickson reported on a proposed retirement plan for the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department, a portion of which will be paid by towns served by the Department.  Details are still forthcoming.  Ro Endresen made a motion to support participation in the plan in theory.  Dale Halonie seconded the motion, which carried.

Jim Tolbert reported on the website he is trying to develop for the town.  He also reported that the Town mailing address had changed to PO Box 165, Webster.

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Jim Tolbert, and seconded by Jack Erickson.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:10pm.
