Town Board Meeting
February 13, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the January Meeting as written. JimTolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Report on Town Correspondence: Neil Ambourn had received notice of timber cutting from residents Paul Anderson and Lynn Miller and mailings on Smart Growth planning.  Neil had also received a letter from the Burnett County Board Chair concerning stray dogs; this issue will be discussed later in the meeting.  Neil had attended the recent Burnett County Towns Association meeting and gave a report.  At the meeting Judge Gableman spoke about the community service program, meth sentencing, and worthless checks; Sheriff Roland reported on budget issues, arrests being up and stated that there were 50 officers overall in the County; Mike Kornmann reported on Comprehensive Land Use Planning.  Also, The Burnett County Humane Society responded to the letter sent last month by Burnett County Board Chair to all towns. Neil asked Peggy Tolbert to put the issue of Village Powers on the Annual Meeting agenda.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she would begin work on the Financial Report Form CT; filing deadline is March 31.  She also reported that two of the Town’s election inspectors had attended training in Spooner about the new Statewide Voter Registration System.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported the deposits for the month were $507,057.76 and expenses were $76,574.69.  Supervisor Ro Endresen had no report. Supervisor Jim Tolbert presented that the Web Trends report for the month.  He had been told that our website is being used as an example for other towns.  Jim thanked Pat & Jerry Tjader (present at the meeting) for lending historic photographs that will be scanned into the website. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been plowing town roads and had done some brushing.  The brushing along Gaslyn Road of property belonging to Dan Scully was discussed.  The property owner had inquired who had done it and why.  Dale stated that he had done it as an ongoing effort to clear the ROW along Gaslyn Road.  Discussion ensued about continuing ROW clearing using the same criteria that was used to clear along the Scully property.  Involving the property owner when major cutting is to be done was also discussed, and working with the property owner when overhanging limbs needed to be pruned. Neil noted that currently, owners of property often have different expectations than property owners of the past did. Dale reported that the air chamber in the dump truck had been damaged during plowing and that repairs were being done at Burnett County Highway Department.  He also plans to cut trees behind the town hall that are dead or diseased. Dale also turned in the driveway permit that he had received a few months ago from Brian Swanson.  Following the driveway permit process, Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve the driveway construction permit application.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried.  Dale also reported on the theft and replacement of limbing equipment.  He was not sure when or where the theft had taken place.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2006 Road Projects – no action taken
Road sign request from Mallard Lake Resort – after discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion to install a “curve ahead” sign on Mallard Lake Road as requested by Gordon Johnson.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which passed.
Humane Society – Neil had received a letter from Burnett County Board Chair, Larry Main asking for participation in a plan to deal with stray dogs in the County.  After discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion to participate in the intergovernmental effort.  A $400 contribution may be required from each town. On a related matter, Neil asked Marlene to draw up a list of unregistered dogs and submit it to Julie Turner so that the Sheriff department can issue citations.  He stated that it was not necessary for Marlene to continue to try to contact the dog’s owners.
Accessible Voting Equipment – Peggy Tolbert updated the Board on the Accessible Voting Equipment that the town is required to purchase before the fall elections. The town will be reimbursed from a Federal grant up to $6,000.  There is one non-electronic option (Vote Pad), and a number of electronic options.  After discussion, the board expressed its preference for the Vote Pad, but gave Peggy permission to make the decision when all municipal clerks meet at the end of the month with County Clerk, Wanda Hinrichs to make a county-wide choice.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Monday, March 20, 2006 – the 3rd Monday of the month.  Change in date is due to attendance issue with 3 board members.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00pm.
