Town Board Meeting
January 10, 2006
Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept the minutes from the December Meeting as written.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried

Report on Town Correspondence: Neil Ambourn had received information on the new DOT sign program and various educational opportunities.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had completed the W2 forms for all officers and town employees, and had completed the other quarterly and annual payroll reports. The HAVA grant request for reimbursement had been completed and submitted.. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported the deposits for the month were $55,889.26 and expenses were $34,229.86.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert presented that the Web Trends report for the month.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been sanding and plowing all town roads, had graveled Dongola Road on the dirt section, and had widened roads with the grader.  He had had various equipment problems: another flat tire on the dump truck and a cable had broken.  Neil asked that Dale put as much sand as possible on the roads since they were so icy.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2006 Road Projects – After brief discussion, it was decided that the board would start planning the 2006 Road project at the February meeting so as to be able to start the bidding process in March, and to be able to award bids in April.
Humane Society – Neil shared a letter that all town chairs had received in support of the Humane Society from Burnett County Deputy Sheriff Julie Turner, and the response to that letter by Burnett County Board Chairman Larry Main.  Neil also shared information from the Humane Society that clarified some of its fees.  There was some discussion, but no action taken.
Ambulance Contract – no action was taken

Zoning Change Request – Brian Swanson was present at the meeting to share with the board his plan for development of a subdivision along the Yellow River, off of Gaslyn Road.  Driveway permits had been completed but not processed as Dale had not turned them into the board.  Mr. Swanson will be requesting a zoning change from the Burnett County Zoning Office to allow for more river lots along the river frontage.  The Board thanked Mr. Swanson for the information, and noted that they were in favor of following the County’s long range forestry plan for this area.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
