She also reported she, along with Mary Lengsfeld, Violet Engebretsen and Laura Jensen had attended Chief Election Inspector training at the Government Center on 12/15/05. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported the deposits for the month were $12,232.59 and expenses were $66,183.65.  She also reported that tax statements were being prepared to be sent out within the next week.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert presented that the Web Trends report for the month.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had changed the oil in the grader, had plowed and sanded roads and had inspected all of the driveways that he would be plowing during the winter.  He had burned a brush pile on Whistler Road.
Matters for discussion and possible action:
