Town Board Meeting

Minutes – Draft

Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the meeting to order at 7 pm.  All officers were present.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the September 19, 2005 meeting as written; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.

Report on Town Correspondence: A letter had been received from the Webster Fire Department with the proposed 2006 levy.  Various educational opportunities had also been received
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she been working on getting insurance bids from Wausau Insurance (the town’s current carrier) as well as bids from Rural Insurance and the Marsh Agency.  She also had been working on a preliminary town budget for 2006.  Peggy also published the snowplowing rates and conditions for the 2005/2006 winter season.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that deposits for the month were $84,216.20 and expenses were $7,603.20.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported on the meetings he has been attending concerning the St. Croix Tribal Fire Department and the formation of a fire association.   Jim reported that the Web Trends report for the month indicated that the website was down in hits, but still getting a good response. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been mowing and grading town roads.  He had worked with Jack Erickson in digging out a clay patch on Gaslyn Lake Road and that they would be completing that work the next day.   He had also put up new road signs in a various spots.  Damage from the heavy rains was discussed. 
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2005 Road Projects – Depending on funds available for the remainder of the year, it was decided to contact Taylor Paving concerning patching on Dongola Road where the new culvert has just been installed.  The need for gravel crushing was also discussed, but no action was taken. Possible TRIPP projects were discussed as well as a 2-year plan.  After discussion it was decided that the project that would be submitted for the 2006 TRIPP was the overlay of Sand Lake Road (1.6 miles).  Other projects for 2006 would be: reconstruction of Schrider Road and the corner of Viola Lake Road as well as miscellaneous shouldering projects.  For 2007 projects would include: Peterson Road overlay, reconstruction of Buck Road, and the ditching and shaping of Olson and Big Sand Lake Drive.
2005 Budget – Peggy Tolbert presented the 2006 preliminary budget.  After discussion, it was decided that with a few adjustments the budget looked good.  The budget hearing and the special town meeting to adopt the budget was set for Tuesday, November 15.
Insurance policy renewals – Larry Passint of the Marsh Agency was present to respond to questions about the Community Insurance proposal for the town’s various coverages.  Later in the meeting it was decided that the Rural Insurance proposal was probably the best.  Peggy Tolbert will contact the Rural Insurance agent with a few additional questions before committing. 
Dog Control – after discussion of designating the Humane Society as the town’s official dog control agency it was decided that each board member should contact Humane Society individually to ask questions before acting. 
Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.

The next meeting will be Tuesday, November 15 following the public hearing on the 2006 budget and the special town meeting to adopt the 2006 budget.  Meeting dates in December and January are Tuesday, December 13 and Tuesday, January 10.  After that, meetings will return to the second Monday of each month.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.
