Town Board Meeting

Minutes – Draft

Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the meeting to order at 7 pm.  All officers except Ro Endresen were present.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to accept the minutes from the August 8, 2005 meeting as written; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.

Report on Town Correspondence: A letter had been received from the Humane Society requesting that the Town of Sand Lake designate them as their stray dog handler – after discussion it was decided that additional research would be needed and then the issue would be placed on the October meeting agenda.  A letter had been received from Burnett County stating that the per capita ambulance fee had been raised for the remainder of the contract with North Memorial Ambulance service.  A motion was made by Jim Tolbert to adopt and sign the amendment; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had received the 2006 Levy Worksheet from the State and summarized the SWVR activities for the month.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that deposits for the month were $4,505.60 and expenses were $88,114.33.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert did not have a Web Trends report from the past month but would have it next month.  Jim also reported that he had received an inquiry about replacing a culvert in a driveway (Gerald Tjader) and had determined that a driveway permit was not needed since it was a replacement not a new driveway.  Jim had also attended the meetings of the St. Croix Tribal Fire Department and is participating in their efforts to form an association so as to be able to offer retirement benefits to their volunteers.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been mowing, patching and grading town roads.  He had worked with Jack Erickson on putting in a culvert on Dongola Road and removing the deck of Whistler Bridge.  Neil asked Dale to research the appropriate signage for Whistler Road which Monarch has just paved and to look at shouldering of the road.  Dale also reported on the repair of the air conditioning of the town dump truck which evidently is not under warranty.  Billing for services was discussed – Dale will get Peggy the names and addresses of the property owners who need to be billed
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2005 Road Projects – The paving of Whistler Road was just completed.  Jim asked Dale to confirm that the pavement was 20feet wide as specified. Peggy had found the bills from the last time gravel had been crushed – 10,000 yards in fall of 2003.  Neil asked Peggy to put gravel crushing on the October agenda
2005 Budget Update – Peggy Tolbert briefly discussed the expenses remaining the year and the board discussed reviewing the budget more completely at the October meeting.
Snowplowing rates and requirements – Jim Tolbert had received an inquiry about snowplowing requirements and rates for the upcoming season.  After discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion to keep the rates and requirements the same for 2006 as they had been for 2005. Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.  Dale will inspect Joann Montbriand’s driveway on Olsen Road.
Insurance policies due for renewal – Peggy Tolbert has requested bids from Rural Insurance Co and Marsh Insurance Agency in addition to the renewal bids that will come from current insurers –Wausau and the State Property Fund.  Carl Thomforda from Rural Insurance was present to present and discuss the coverage options he was proposing for the Town.  Following discussion and questions, Carl agreed to submit a revised proposal for the Town’s consideration.  No action was taken on the insurance renewals
Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Neil Ambourn seconded the motion which carried.

Jim Tolbert asked the board if the next four meetings could be scheduled for the second Tuesday of the month due to a conflict with his EMT class schedule.  The board agreed to change the October, November, December and January meetings to the second Tuesday of the month.  The next scheduled meeting is Tuesday, October 11, 2005 at 7pm at the Sand Lake Town Hall.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.
