Town Board Meeting

Minutes – Draft

Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  All officers were present.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the July 11, 2005 meeting as written; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.

Report on Town Correspondence: A letter had been received from the St.Croix Tribal Fire Department about a meeting to discuss forming a fire association – Jim Tolbert will attend the August 17 meeting.  A letter had been received from the DOT about a reorganization that will be taking place.  A letter had been received from Burnett County Highway Department concerning a storm water permit for Whistler Road.  A letter had been received from the State Elections Board detailing the Statewide Voter Registration System that is being implemented.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the Town’s various insurance policies are due for renewal this fall.  She will be providing the current insurers with updated information and requesting bids from several other insurers as well.  Peggy also summarized some of the Voter Registration activities from the past month.  Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that deposits for the month were $89,845.98 and expenses were $60,725.80.  Supervisor JimTolbert shared the Web Trends report from the past month and said that he that he had received permission to add the features on the Town of Sand Lake from the book, Pioneer Tales, to the website.  Jim also reported that a Driveway Permit application had been received from Daniel Scully; Jim will complete the application and return it to the Scullys.  Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had put hay bales on Emerson Road, mowed town roads, mowed the former town dump, started shouldering but had a problem with the attachment.  He had graded gravel roads once, but it was too dry to do more. Dale had also moved gravel and was concerned about the amount that remained.  There was discussion about the last time that gravel had been crushed; Peggy will check the previous invoices. Dale also reported that the Bauer girls will be making new signs for the Town’s bridges as part of a 4H project.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

2005 Road Projects – The paving of Whistler Road was discussed – Dale will put some additional gravel on the corners and then the road should be ready for Monarch to pave.

Town Hall exterior repairs – I t was decided to wait until next year to start this work.  Additional money will be budgeted and earmarked for the work.  Discussion of power washing the exterior ensued. Additional patching projects for the year were also discussed.
Memorandum of Understanding: Voter Registration Relier/Provider contract between the Town of Sand Lake and Burnett County was discussed and approved.  Peggy will sign the MOU and return to the County Clerk’s office

Bills were presented for payment – Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills; Ro Endresen seconded the motion which carried.

Because Neil Ambourn will be away until September 11, the board voted to postpone the September Town Board meeting until Monday September 19.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:15pm.
