Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers except Ro Endresen were present. Public notice of the meeting was verified. Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: Neil had received notice that the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department would be holding a meeting about the Link Service Award Program on July 13 – Dale said that he could attend.

Reports from other town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the liquor and other licenses had been paid for and delivered; she had written a summary of the road projects bids that had been received and had sent those to all bidders; she also reported on the meeting/training she had attended about Statewide Voter Registration.

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits of $10.57 in interest and expenses of $11,943.90.

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had a WebTrends report for the Town’s website.  Jim reported on a nuisance dog call that he had received from a resident on Viola Lake.  He said that he would try to attend the local Towns Association meeting to discuss the role the county should be taking with nuisance dogs.  Jim also contacted Polk Burnett about the resident on Gaslyn Lake who is continuing to remove soil from around a power pole.

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported that he would be resuming his activities following two carpal tunnel surgeries – patching would be the priority, as well as grading and mowing (25% of which had been done).  Whistler Road had been seeded and mulched.  Neil asked Dale to look at shouldering as well. 

Matters for discussion and possible action

· 2005 Road projects – the pavement repairs made by Taylor Paving, the paving of Okerlund Road by Monarch, as well as the reconstruction work on Whistler Road done by County Highway was discussed.  It was noted that Whistler Road was not yet ready to be paved and that in future bids should include the clause that the town should be notified prior to actual work beginning. There was discussion about whether to hire Jack Erickson to work on the low spot on Dongola Road, or whether to include that section in another group of patching projects.  No decision was made

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills and Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.

The Town Hall exterior repair project will be on the agenda of the next town board meeting - August 8, 2005 – 7pm.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:45pm
