Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present Public notice of the meeting was verified. Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: Neil reported on a letter received from Anne Heinrich of the Humane Society in which she defended her organization and asked for support of her programs.  A letter from the DNR had been received concerning the completion of  Mallard Lake Cut Across Road.  A letter had been received from Northwest Regional Planning stating that they could complete the required WisDot reports.  Neil had received a request from residents on Olson Road about keeping the berm down on driveways when Dale grades.  

Reports from other town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the State Elections Board had authorized municipalities to continue with voter registration efforts throughout the remainder of the year.  She plans on being available prior to the town meetings to register voters and will publish and post those times in conjunction with meeting notices.  The Road Maintenance agreement between the towns of Sand Lake and LaFollette had been signed and returned.

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits of $12.57 in interest and expenses of $111,559.27.

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had a WebTrends report for the Town’s website.  He also reported that the Paser system was being discontinued through the state, but that he would try to keep in up for the town since it contained valuable information.

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported that Whistler Bridge needed wedging and resurfacing and asked if this could be added to the patching project that was being bid out.  Dale had had surgery but had been able to mow.  Prior to surgery he had patched some areas, noting that there was more to do; removed the silt fence from Emerson Road; cut trees along Whistler Road; had put the shouldering attachment on the truck; and had gone out with the various bidders to review the road construction projects.  He will be having another surgery this week.  Neil asked Dale to clear around the stop sign at Compeau Road.

Matters for discussion and possible action

· Request for fireworks permit from Mallard Lake Family Resort was discussed.  Following discussion of the permit process, Ro Endresen made a motion to follow the permit process and allow Neil to issue the permit.  Jim Tolbert seconded that motion, which carried.

· 2005 Road projects – Bids from Monarch Paving, Taylor Paving and Scott Construction had been received for two paving projects and and one various paving repair project that had been advertised.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to close bidding; Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried. Summary of the bids is attached.  Ro Endresen made motion to accept the low bids; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  The two paving projects (Okerlund Road  - $49,238 and Whistler Road - $31,207) were awarded to Monarch Paving and the various paving repairs to Taylor Paving ($6,560)

· Liquor license renewals had been received from Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn.  Application for Operator’s licenses for Gordon Johnson, Carol Mulroy and Laurie Staples were also received.  Hunter’s Inn had applied for a cigarette vendor’s license.  Ro Endresen made a motion to approve these requests; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Upon payment of their fees to treasurer, Marlene Halonie, clerk Peggy Tolbert will deliver the licenses.

· UDC inspector Daryl Bazey attended the meeting to update the board on the UDC process and the inspections that had been made thus far.  

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills and Ro Endreson seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45pm.
