Town Board Meeting

Monday, March 10, 2015
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the March 10, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Ro Endresen, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the February 9, 2015, Town Board meeting and the Road Committee meeting minutes from September 25, 2014 and October 2, 2014 was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ro Endresen. Public comments were heard from Don Button, Larry Larson and John Volker town road equipment and road employee activities.  Ed Weber requested complaints or comments in writing.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the grant to the Burnett County Forestry Department was completed and submitted and the TRIP project application was revised. Ed met with St. Croix Tribal Construction and Bureau of Indian Affairs personnel about cost sharing road work on Emerson and Gaslyn Roads and also met with Jim Pearson of Fahrner about double chip sealing Gaslyn Road. Ed reported fundraising for ATV signs is underway. Ed also reported the board met in closed session with Dale Halonie about documenting his activities and hours worked. Ed and Jerry Tjader attended the Wisconsin Towns Association District meeting. Highway funding and property assessment by counties instead of towns were topics.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the Spring Election is April 7, 2015. The Annual meeting date is Tuesday, April 21, 2015 and the Town Board meeting will follow. Contribution requests should be received in writing prior to the Annual meeting.
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of February 28, 2015, was $312,477.76 and the equipment account balance was $66,455.57. Melanie reported the St. Croix Tribal Housing Authority has outstanding personnel property tax due of $974.01. Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department monthly meeting.
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported he needed a loader operator to assist with brushing on Normans Landing Road. Discussion ensued on whether to contact Restorative Justice about jail workers or to hire at $10/hour.
