Town Board Meeting

Tuesday, April 21, 2015
Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the April 21, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 8:13 p.m. Newly elected officials completed Oaths of Office. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the March 9, 2015, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Public comments were heard from Mary Lengsfeld who inquired whether the town hall was available for the annual Viola Lake Cemetery Association meeting on May 4, 2015. Clerk Peggy Tolbert will open the town hall prior to the meeting.
Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the 5-year road plan being developed to guide road maintenance and construction and reported on stray dog calls received.
Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the Wisconsin Towns Association is sponsoring workshops for New and Continuing Town Officials. 
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of March 31, 2015, was $308,477.76 and the equipment account balance was $66,458.39. Melanie reported the outstanding personal property tax owed by the St. Croix Tribal Housing Authority is a second half payment and thus is not delinquent. The dog list has been submitted to the county and owners of delinquent dogs will be receiving notices from the Corporation Counsel. Melanie also reported on phone calls received about a damaged driveway culvert and timber cut along Normans Landing Road. Motion to approve the treasurer’s report was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department monthly meeting. 
Plan Commission Report: None.
Road report: Road employee Dale Halonie reported Normans Landing Road will need to be swept and patched before it can be reopened. Ed Weber asked Dale to proceed with those actions.
     Matters for discussion and possible action:
1. Set Open Book and Board of Review Dates: Assessor Bob Pardun was present. Open Book was scheduled for Friday, May 8, 2015 from 6 to 8 p.m.; Board of Review was scheduled for Monday, May 18, 2015 from 6 to 8 p.m. There are new training materials for 2015 and at least one Board of Review member must take that training. Peggy Tolbert will order the training materials.

2. Opening Town Roads to ATV and UTV traffic: Ed Weber reported ATV signs were ordered and were being installed by private individuals. Discussion ensued on donations received and the agreement between the town and individuals who have made donations. Further discussion and action on agreements will be an agenda item on the May 11, 2015 town board meeting.
3. Overtime policy: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the draft of the overtime policy. Following discussion language will be added which clarifies the work week (for purposes of calculating overtime) is Monday – Sunday. Motion to approve the overtime policy with that addition was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote.
4. Beaver Control:  Ed Weber reported the annual cost of contracting with the USDA for beaver control is $650. Following discussion, it was the consensus of the board that trappers could be hired on an as needed basis rather than contracting with the USDA.
5. 2015 Road projects: In addition to comments made during the annual meeting and the chair’s report, Ed Weber reported that there will be a bid opening for pulverizing and laying gravel on Normans Landing Road at the May 11, 2015 town board meeting.
Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
