
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday May 11, 2015

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the May 11, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2015, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Susan Shutt regarding complaints about ATV riders and signage. Siren Telephone owner Sid Sherstad was present to request permission to bury fiber optic cable along Compeau Road to Sand Lake Road. This request will be a future agenda item. Jeanette Sundseth was present to inquire about starting a brush dump/compost area for town residents.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he worked with bidders on the Normans Landing Road project. Ed also reported the board met in closed session on May 5, 2015 to discuss issues related to the management of the brushing portion of the Normans Landing Road project. A bill from Jack Moser had been received and was much higher than anticipated. The board was concerned that Dale Halonie had not kept them informed. There were other concerns about timber cut from County Forest land along Normans Landing Road that was hauled to Dale’s home. Ed also reported that Dale resigned his position effective tonight’s meeting. A dog complaint was received from Mallard Lake Resort. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reminded the board of the required Board of Review training requirement – training materials were ordered. Lowell Rivard will take the training as well as Peggy Tolbert. Board of Review will be held Monday, May 18, 2015 from 6 – 8 p.m. Peggy shared information on a Hazardous Waste Collection. Collection will be on May 28, 2015 at the Danbury Town Shop from 9 – 11 a.m. Renewal applications for liquor licenses, operator’s licenses and cigarette vendor licenses have been sent to Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Resort. Peggy updated the board on the dissolution of the Local Government Property Insurance Fund. Peggy also requested permission to apply for a credit card to avoid using her personal credit card for certain purchases. Motion to apply for a Bremer Bank credit card was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of April 30, 2015, was $321,981.48 and the equipment account balance was $66,461.12. Melanie reported a few additional dog licenses had been issued. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader requested concerns about ATV signage be an agenda item at the June 8, 2015 meeting. Because of Board of Review, he will be unable to attend the next meeting of the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department.

Plan Commission Report: None.

Road report: Ed Weber reviewed the May 5, 2015 closed session meeting at which Dale Halonie agreed to retire because of concerns about his management of the Normans Landing Road project. A special meeting will be needed to discuss a new hire. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Bid opening – Normans Landing Road project: Two bids were received by the bidding deadline – Hopkins Sand and Gravel for $124,920.00 and Monarch Paving Co. for $158,995.85. Discussion ensued on the higher than expected bids. Motion to table this decision was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

2. Agreement with ATV/UTV club (or private individuals) – Ed Weber reported a club had not been formed but that individuals have made donations towards the purchase of signs. Duane Andrea has spearheaded this effort. Donors signed a “Signage of Roads for ATV/UTV Use Agreement” form. Donors agree to assist with the installation and monitoring of signs on specific town road(s). Motion to approve this form was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

3. Normans Landing Road brush removal/billing – Ed Weber reported on the background of this issue and stated he had been unable to reach Jack Moser. Following discussion, it was decided to send a certified letter to Jack Moser requesting his presence at a special meeting to discuss his billing and understanding about the project. A special meeting will be held May 19, 2015 at 8:30 a.m. to discuss this billing and to work on a job description for a new hire.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]2015 Road projects: Ed Weber updated the board on efforts with St. Croix Tribal Construction to collaborate on Emerson Road and specifications for a double chip seal on Gaslyn Road.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Lowell Rivard, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice, vote.
