Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7pm.  All officers were present Public notice of the meeting was verified. Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: A letter from the Burnett County Towns Association Chapter had been received requesting a $25 donation to help fund expenses and to enable a representative to attend the statewide meeting of the Towns Association. Neil Ambourn reported that at the last meeting of the BC Towns Association, Tom Harnisch had spoken about ethics and open meeting issues.  Other correspondence included a letter from Barron County detailing their costs for highway repairs, etc.; a notice of DOT informational meetings about height modernization and elevation monuments; a request from the Burnett County Historical Society to sell raffle tickets; Burnett County Development Association newsletter.  Jack Erickson had sent a letter to the town requesting roadwork, noting that he now carried liability insurance.  Neil noted that if Jack were to be hired and if Dale were to work with him, that it would have to be part of his regular 40-hour work schedule (i.e., not as overtime). Neil stated that he would be submitting the final report on the Emerson Road reconstruction project once Dale has removed the last of the silt fencing.  Neil also reported that he had submitted the storm water permit for the Whistler Road project (from County Road X to Whistler Bridge).  Neil had attended Open Book with assessor Cliff Pardun and reported that 4 taxpayers had come, mainly for informational purposes.

Reports from other town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had submitted the quarterly payroll reports and that liquor license renewal applications had been sent to Mallard Lake Family Resort and to Hunter’s Inn.  Peggy reminded the board of the upcoming Board of Review on Tuesday, May 24 from 6-8pm

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits $19,983.03 and expenses of $16,689.91.  

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had a WebTrends report for the Town’s website.  He stated that he will be adding a “What’s New” feature to the website so that repeat visitors can quickly find new information.  He suggested that our UDC inspector, Daryl Bazey from House of Wood be invited to our next meeting to provide an update on the process.

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported he had been patching potholes and had attended mine safety class.  Dale will be having carpul tunnel surgery on both wrists soon and will be off work for sometime.

Matters for discussion and possible action

· 2005 Road projects – Jim passed around the Paser Data report that he had generated.  The Board scheduled a Special Meeting to continue the road inspections for Thursday, May 19 at 5pm. After discussion, it was decided to postpone work on Shrider Road.  Jim will contact the Tribe again about Angeline Road.  It was also decided that paving of Whistler Road could be done this year.  Patching projects on Dongola, Okerlund, Birch Haven and Peterson Roads were also discussed. Paving and patching projects will be put up for bid, with bid opening at the June meeting.

· Driveway Ordinance – A final vote was taken on the ordinance.  A roll call vote was taken – Neil Ambourn – yes; Ro Endresen – yes; Jim Tolbert – yes.  The ordinance passed – Peggy will publish and post the ordinance as required by statute.

· Village powers – following a discussion of village powers, Jim said that he will review the town’s meeting minutes to determine whether this issue has been voted on previously

· A zoning change request from Paul Anderson was discussed.  The request to the County will be to change the former Chester Green property from F1 to RR3.  The County requested input from the Town.  After discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion that a letter be sent to County Zoning recommending a zoning change consistent with other river edge property.  Ro Endresen seconded the motion, which carried. Peggy will send the letter, with a copy to Paul Anderson.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills and Ro Endreson seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:07.  

The next town board meeting will be on Monday, June 13, 2005.
