Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 8:37pm, following the Annual Meeting.  Oaths of office were administered to the new Town Board – Neil Ambourn, Chair; Carsten R. Endresen, Supervisor; Jim Tolbert, Supervisor; Peggy Tolbert, Clerk; Marlene Halonie, Treasurer.  Public notice of the meeting was verified. Ro Endresen made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: Neil Ambourn had received notice from the Burnett County Zoning Administrator about an amendment to the zoning review process.  Towns will now have 30 days to review a zoning change request rather than the previous 20-day period.  Neil had also received a request for comments concerning the Burnett County Forest & Park’s ten-year plan.  Neil also had a request from a resident, C.C. Anderson, for Dale to grade his private road (South Bass Road) 3 times a year.  After discussion, Ro Endresen made a motion that Dale would grade the road as soon as the weight restrictions were lifted from town roads and again in the summer and fall.  The resident will be billed $50 for each grading.   Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried. Neil will write the agreement up.  

Reports from town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported on the April 5 election and the voter registration done on that day.  She reported that the Form C was completed and sent in.  She had W4 forms for the new board to complete, as well as a new signature card from Bremer Bank.  The Wisconsin Towns Association and the County Clerk’s office had been updated with the election results.  Peggy had also received copies of UDC permits from House of Luck that were shared with the Board.

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits $16,586.43 and expenses of $107,755.24.  

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had a WebTrends report for the Town’s website.  He also reported on the road tour that he and Dale had taken on April 5.  He will have a Paser data report for Board members in the next few days.

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported Hopkins Sand & Gravel had dug up Hall Road pretty badly.  The road will probably need gravel after the road dries up.  Other weight restriction issues were also discussed.

Matters for discussion and possible action

· 2005 Road projects – Neil reviewed the upcoming road construction projects for the new board – these include Shrider Road and Whistler Road as well as other repair and maintenance projects.

· Driveway Ordinance – Peggy had edited the driveway ordinance and after discussion a couple of other changes were suggested.  The ordinance will be voted on at the May 9 meeting and then will be posted and published according to the statutes. 

· Road Maintenance agreement – Peggy had made the changes requested at the previous meeting.  Neil signed the agreement and Peggy will mail it to the chair of the Town of LaFollette for his signature.

· Town Assessor Cliff Pardun was present to discuss his work thus far.  Open Book will be held on Saturday, April 30 from 2-4pm, and Board of Review will be on Tuesday, May 24 from 6-8pm.  Peggy will check on training requirements for the board members.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to pay all bills and Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 10pm.  

The next town board meeting will be on Monday, May 9, 2005.
