March 14, 2005 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Town Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified. Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: Neil Ambourn had received a number of items from Wausau Insurance concerning workplace safety as well as a number of educational opportunities.  He also presented a letter from the County Land Information office about the change in the fire sign fee schedule, and the new design of the signs.  A request from the Central Burnett County Fair for a donation will be discussed at the Annual Meeting on April 12.

Reports from town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had attended the workshop sponsored by the Department of Revenue on completing the Financial Report Form C.  She has been working on the Form C and hopes to have it completed soon, to be submitted prior to March 31.

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits of $124,496.12 and expenses of $320,741.49

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had did not have a WebTrends report because the system was down that day.  He suggested that a road inspection be scheduled with he and Dale, or the entire Board and Dale.  It was decided that the Board and Dale would inspect town roads on Tuesday, March 29 at 4pm.  Neil asked Peggy to post the inspection as a special town meeting.  Jim also reported on the 2-day asphalt class that he had attended in Madison.  He had met with County Highway staff also to discuss any possible implementations of the information that he had gathered in Madison.

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported that he had an accident with the town truck on Friday, March 4 (crossing Hwy 70 at Compeau Road, he had struck a private pickup belonging to Siren Custom Woodworking).  An accident report had been written at the scene, and the drivers had exchanged insurance information.  Peggy will provide Dale with the procedure for reporting the accident to Wausau Insurance.  Dale had also attended a class on highway signage, and had changed a number of stop signs in the town based on information he gathered at the class.  He has also brushed along roads throughout the town.

Matters for discussion and possible action

· 2005 Road projects – Jack Erickson presented the specifications that he had worked up for the reconstruction of Shrider Road, a project to be shared with LaFollette Township.  Neil will contact the LaFollette Town Board to let them know that the Sand Lake Town Board has budgeted for this project, and does not want to have our town employees doing this work.  .

· Driveway Ordinance – Jim Tolbert had worked on the language of an ordinance and a permit.  After discussion, it was decided that all of the information was contained in this draft, but that the two sections needed to be separate.  Peggy said she would work on this.

· Peggy Tolbert presented the road maintenance agreement between the Towns of LaFollette and Sand Lake.  With a few changes, the agreement is ready to go.

· Peggy Tolbert updated the Board on the upcoming April 5 election, and the Statewide Voter Registration effort that is voluntary this year but will be required beginning 2006.  Peggy will be registering voters on April 5 and will also be training the election workers on the process.

· Annual meeting agenda – April 12 is the date of the meeting.  Jim Flanigan will make a presentation on zoning.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to pay all bills and Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:15pm.  

The next town board meeting will be on Tuesday, April 12, 2005 – immediately following the Annual Meeting.
