
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday June 8, 2015

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the June 8, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the May 11, 2015, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Shirley Burgess concerning the status of issues surrounding the Normans Landing Road project. Additional comments were heard about the condition of the Viola Lake culvert.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he was working to recoup the extra costs incurred thus far in the Normans Landing Road project through sale of the timber cut from the right of way. Joe Taylor was hired to grade town roads while the search for a new road/facilities manager was underway. Ed Weber and Lowell Rivard attended the Wisconsin Towns Association workshop for New and Continuing Town Officers. A legislative update was given. A thank you note was received from Mallard Lake Resort for resolving a dog at large issue.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert updated the board on the dissolution of the Local Government Property insurance fund. A complaint about trash accumulating at a residence on Whistler Road and the deteriorating condition of another property on Whistler Road was discussed. The application for a Bremer credit card was approved. The required notification following the Board of Review was sent to the property owners who have 30 days to appeal.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of May 31, 2015, was $287,631.56 and the equipment account balance was $66,463.94. The delinquent dog list has been resolved. Melanie reported on a dog bite which occurred on Eagle Feather Drive. The dog is not licensed and Melanie does not feel safe going to the residence to follow up. The second half of property taxes are due to the County Treasurer by July 31. Melanie reminded board members that a new Bremer bank account signature card must be signed as soon as possible.  Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he was unable to attend the last St. Croix Hertel Fire department meeting due to the Board of Review. Because of the department’s non-compliance with the fire dues self-certification process the three towns served by the department will not receive fire dues money. A meeting has been proposed with the Towns of Dewey and LaFollette to discuss this.

Plan Commission Report: None.

Road report: Ed Weber reported Joe Taylor was grading town roads. There was a washout on Austin Lake Road. The bid for pulverizing and graveling on Normans Landing Road was awarded to Hopkins Sand and Gravel. Taylor Paving is scheduled to begin work on Dongola and Whistler Road soon. 
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Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Discussion of ATV signage and other issues: Discussion of the current ATV signage ensued. Additional signs have been ordered. Residents felt that signs stating that ATVs must stay on the pavement were needed.

2. Approval of Liquor License applications – Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Family Resort: Peggy Tolbert recommended approval. Motion to approve renewal of liquor licenses for Hunter’s Inn and Mallard Lake Family Resort was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried voice vote.

3. Approval of Operator’s Licenses – Lori May Perron and Gordon Johnson: Peggy Tolbert recommended approval. Motion to approve operator’s licenses for Lori May Perron and Gordon Johnson was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

4. 2015 Road projects: There was nothing else to report other than what was previously reported during the meeting.

Motion to go into Closed Session pursuant to Wis.Stat.19.85 to discuss personnel issues was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, roll call vote. Meeting was closed at 8:05 pm.

Motion to reconvene to Open Session was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Meeting was opened at 8:34 pm.

Any action deemed necessary following Closed Session discussion: A closed session meeting to update the job description for the Road/Facilities Manager and discuss hiring a new employee was scheduled for June 16, 2015 at 6:00 pm.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried voice, vote.
