Minutes

February 14, 2005 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Town Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified. Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: Neil Ambourn had received a survey on dumps in the township and would respond.  He also reviewed the bridge inspection report that he had received; Dale Halonie noted that most of the work required had been completed.   Neil had also spoken with the chair of the Town of LaFollette regarding the road maintenance agreement between the two towns.  Peggy Tolbert said that she would write up the agreement as shown on the map that Neil had made notes on.

Reports from town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she would be attending a workshop in Barron presented by the state department of revenue about completing Form C.  She also reported on the primary election that was to happen on Tuesday, February 15, and the results of the Town Caucus including the order of candidates that will appear on the ballot.  Candidates for town chair are: Neil Ambourn and Jack Erickson; for supervisor: Dennis “Butch” Winslow, Jim Tolbert and Carsten “Ro” Endresen; for clerk: Carrie Hunter and Peggy Tolbert; for treasurer: Marlene Halonie.  Peggy also reported that Statewide Voter Registration efforts were going to begin with the Tuesday primary; she is planning on beginning that effort with the April 5 election.  Peggy also asked Dale to make sure that the stairs and walkway to the outhouse were well shoveled and salted.

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits of $462,529.36 and expenses of $151,026.29

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had presented a draft of the calendar of regular activities that the board could use as an aid in planning and bidding road projects, and other regular scheduled activities.  He also reviewed the Website Trends report.  Jack Erickson reported no progress had been made on specifications for Shrider Road construction.

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported that he worked on the grader, sanded, graded and cut brush throughout the month.  Due to the icy conditions he had received several requests to sand private driveways.  After discussion, it was decided that Dale would keep records of sanding, and the town would bill the residents at the end of the winter for sanding of $10.

Matters for discussion and possible action

· Assessor Clif Pardun attended the meeting and reported on his work to date.  He has inspected about 33% of the properties and has reviewed most of the files left by the previous assessor.  Thus far, he has discovered several new structures and has determined that the land values listed in the files are low.  Since this is not a revaluation year, new construction in 2005 will be assessed at 60% (current level of town assessment).

· 2005 Road projects – Neil Ambourn reported that County Highway would be able to work on Whistler Road in conjunction with their work on County Road X.  It was also noted that culverts would be need for Viola Lake Road and Dongola Road – Jack Erickson will spec those.

· Driveway Ordinance – Jim Tolbert reviewed the various county, state ordinances that he had found.  Language in these was discussed.  The existing town ordinance was also discussed.  Jim will revise the existing ordinance and draft a permit/fee structure for the next meeting

· Annual meeting agenda – April 12 is the date of the meeting.  Neil Ambourn will contact Jim Flanigan about making a zoning presentation.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills and Neil Ambourn seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30pm.
