Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Town Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified. Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Report on town correspondence: Neil Ambourn reported on the notification from the Department of Transportation concerning Highway Aid for 2005 and how these are calculated.  He received from County Highway Department the list of road projects they will be working on for 2005. These include County Road X in Sand Lake Township.  Educational opportunities were also reviewed. Peggy Tolbert reported on a letter from the State Local Property Insurance Fund notifying policyholders of a possible reduction in Terrorism coverage effective December 31, 2005.  Dale and Marlene told the Board of the death of Leonard Engrebretsen.  Neil asked Peggy to send Violet a condolence card


Reports from town officers and employees:

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she would be preparing W2’s for town employees and officers this month, as well as completing the Federal and State quarterly and annual payroll and unemployment forms.  

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits of $75,715.19 and expenses of $69,755.75.

· Supervisor Jim Tolbert had attended the Paser class and had gained greater knowledge about the query and reporting functions of the software.  He also said that he had some recommendations for organizing the activities of the (i.e., reviewing town road, bidding out road projects, etc,) that he would bring to the February meeting.  

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported that he been sanding quite a bit due to the icy conditions.  Discussion of the arrangement with LaFollette Township concerning the shared maintenance of Schrider Road followed.  There appears to be some disagreement about the arrangement and written agreement is needed.  Neil will contact the town chair of LaFollette to propose that responsibility rotate between the two towns, November 1 to October 31 of the following year.  According to Dale, the Town of LaFollette should be plowing this winter. Regarding the reconstruction of Shrider Road, which will also be a shared project, Neil asked Jack Erickson to write specifications for the project that can be discussed with the LaFollette town board.   Discussion of the reconstruction of a portion of Whistler Bridge Road followed.  The possibility of approaching County Highway about reconstruction of the swampy part of Whistler Road when they would be working in that area (County Road X) was proposed.

Matters for discussion and possible action

· The Town Caucus is scheduled for Saturday, January 22 at 10am

· The state appointed UDC inspector has contacted the town – House of Wood, Luck, WI.  Jim Tolbert will add the UDC information on the website

· Jim Tolbert reported there had been 174 hits on the Town Website – 169 were one time hits, 5 were more than once.  On average, 2 pages were viewed.

· No action was taken on the driveway ordinance..

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to pay all bills and Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.
