Minutes

November 8, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the 2005 budget hearing to order at 7:00pm.  Public notice of the hearing was verified.  Peggy Tolbert reviewed the proposed 2005 budget.  There were no questions from the public.  The budget hearing was adjourned at 7:12 pm.

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Special Town Meeting to order at 7:12pm.  Public notice of the meeting was verified.  The proposed 2005 budget was presented.  Mary Lengsfeld made a motion to approve the 2004 tax levy to be paid in 2005 at 0.0038114537781 and to approve the 2005 road expenditures of $229,291.44.  Dale Halonie seconded the motion, which carried.  The special town meeting was adjourned at 7:13pm.

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the Town Board meeting to order at 7:13pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Town Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified. Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Reports from town officers and employees:

· Neil Ambourn reviewed the notices of educational opportunities that had been received and noted that there had been no other correspondence.

· Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that the November 2 general election had gone smoothly and that there had been a large turnout.  One incident involving possible voter fraud had been referred to the District Attorney’s office.  Peggy reported that she had spent most of her time working on the 2005 budget.  Peggy also reported that, regarding the damage to Dale Halonie personal truck, a claim had been filed with Wausau Insurance. Also a change had been made to the town’s liability coverage such that personal vehicles would be covered if they were damaged while officers or employees were on town business.

· Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that there had been deposits of $19,886.27 and expenses of $126,502.09.  Supervisors Jim Tolbert requested permission to attend the December 16 class on the updated Pacer software.  Jack Erickson reported that the town pickup had been repaired and noted that new tires were needed for the pickup.  

· Road manager Dale Halonie reported that he had installed signs on Emerson Road and had cleaned the Town Hall and repaired the outhouses in preparation for the November general election.  He had also patched, graded and done bridge maintenance during the month.  Dale and Neil noted that additional mowing would be needed before winter.  Tires for the grader and the pickup truck were discussed.  After discussion it was decided to purchase grader recaps through the County Highway Department for approximately $530 each and to purchase 4 truck tires for $80 each.  After discussion, it was decided that additional gravel was not needed this year. 

Matters for discussion and possible action

· Neil Ambourn made a motion to adopt the 2005 town budget as drafted.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

· Jim Tolbert reported on the Town Web Site which was due to be on line in a few days.  He encouraged all town officials to review the site and send their comments to him.  Questions from attendees about the purpose of the website were addressed following the meeting.  

· No action was taken on the driveway ordinance

· A Treasurer’s ordinance was presented and signed by Neil Ambourn and Peggy Tolbert that obligates the town to pay state and county taxes should the treasurer fail to do so.

· The brushing of Sewell Road near Mallard Lake Resort was discussed.  It was decided that Dale will brush the right of way before there is much more snow.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to pay all bills and Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 8pm.
