Minutes

Town Board Meeting

September 13, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:05pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified.

Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried. 

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Neil Ambourn reported that the Gillum’s had sold their home on Austin Lake and that the new owner was willing to continue the Austin Lake access lease that had been in place for the past 10 years.  Peggy will update the lease and send it to the new owners.  Neil also reported receiving a letter about the appearance of the Viola Lake Cemetery. Noting that the Cemetery is not township property, he asked Dale to do what he could.  Neil had also received a letter concerning ATV use that he will respond to on behalf of the town.

· Peggy Tolbert reported that she, Barb Pierce and Violet Engrebretsen had attended the Election Judges training session.  She noted that the Partisan Primary was going to be held on Tuesday, September 14 and that all preparations had been made.  The General Election on November 2 would require additional tables and ballot boxes.  

· Marlene Halonie reported that there had been $87,950.72 in deposits, $75,922.38 in expenses, resulting in a bank balance of $194,766.55. 

· Dale Halonie gave the road report and noted that Emerson Road had been completed and that Viola Lake Landing had been repaired. He had graded and graveled throughout the town.  He plans to pull out silt fencing along Gaslyn Lake Road and do some patching.  Dale reported that the work truck transmission had gone out.  The board approved spending up to $500 to rebuild or replace the transmission.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

· Joe Macke from Secluded Land Co. was present to request signatures on the final plat for the Whistler Ridge Subdivision.  The Chair, Treasurer and Clerk signed on behalf of the Town of Sand Lake.

· Concerning the exterior painting of the Town Hall, Jim Tolbert reported that he had sent a paint sample to the State Labs for lead analysis and had gotten quotes for various siding options (materials only) from Johnson Lumber.  The Board will wait for the analysis to make any decisions.

· Clif Pardun was present to discuss a 2-year contract to be the Town Assessor with the first year being a maintenance contract for 2005 ($7,500) and the second a complete revaluation during the summer of 2006 ($25,000).  Jim Tolbert made a motion to hire Clif Pardun for a 2-year contract.  Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.

· Jim Tolbert distributed the draft of the Town’s Web Site and asked board members for input, revisions and editing as soon as possible. 

· There was discussion about the 2005 Town Budget – Peggy Tolbert noted that all insurance policy premiums were being reviewed.  Jack reported that County Highway would be billing about $80,000 for the rebuilding of Emerson Road, thus there is not much remaining in this year’s road budget for smaller projects.  There was discussion about repairing or replacing the town work truck.  Board members should consider other expenditures to be included in the budget that will be drafted at the next meeting.

· Peggy presented two applications for operator’s licenses (one a renewal for Laurie Staples and a new application for Katrina Mulroy).  Both applicants paid the $5 fee, but Katrina has not yet taken the required responsible beverage server’s course.  Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the operator’s license for Laurie Staples.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.  Katrina Mulroy’s application will be acted upon after completion of the course.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills and Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30pm.  

The next town board meeting will be on Monday, October 11, 2004.
