Minutes

Town Board Meeting

August 9, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:00 pm,.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified.

Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried. 

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Neil Ambourn had attended the local WI Towns Association meeting at which it was reported that the UDC discussion was still on going.  He had also asked Sheila Harsdorf (who was also at that meeting) about the $200 DNR permit fee.  Neil had also received from the St.Croix Hertel Fire Department more information about the Link service program but noted that there were still very few financial details included.

· Peggy Tolbert reported that there was going to be a Chief Election Inspector’s training on August 16 and that she, Barb Pierce and Violet Engebretson were going to be attending.  The Board agreed that Barb and Violet should be compensated for their time and mileage.  Peggy had also received letters of thanks from the Webster Senior Citizens, the Burnett Community Library and the Community Referral Service for the donations that the town of Sand Lake had made this year. 

· Marlene Halonie reported that there had been $93,237.84 in deposits, $4,898.95 in expenses, resulting in a bank balance of $182,738.21. 

· Jack Erickson reported that to date County Highway Department work on Mallard Lake Cut Across totaled about $25,000, that Emerson Road had been started, and that various chip sealing projects on Austin Lake Road, Lily Lake Road, and Gaslyn Road to the County line totaled about $32,000.  Peggy will provide updated road budget numbers at the next meeting.

· Marlene Halonie gave the road report for Dale who was not at the meeting.  Dale had mowed, seeded, graveled, mulched and graded throughout the town

Matters for discussion and possible action:

· Fritz Balsley from Secluded Land Co. was present and made a request for a resolution or a statement included in the minutes that the Board of the Town of Sand Lake accepted the plat of the Whistle Ridge subdivision.  After discussion of the fact that the board had not had a chance to see the protective convenants and that the final subdivision map was not ready for signatures, it was decided to table this decision.

· The Board is still gathering bids and options for the exterior painting of the Town Hall

· Tom Biver was present to discuss a possible contract as town assessor for 2005/2006.  After discussion of his qualifications and the town’s needs and concerns, the Board asked Tom to present a contract for review.

· There was no action taken on a Driveway Ordinance

· There was no action taken on the issue of zoning

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to pay all bills and Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.

Matters for discussion and possible action at the next meeting include agenda items above and preliminary budgeting for 2005.  The meeting was adjourned at 10pm.
