Minutes

Town Board Meeting

July 12, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:00 pm,.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified.

Jack Erickson made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Residents from Big Sand Lake Drive, represented by Duane Hare were present and voiced their concerns about the accurate location of Big Sand Lake Drive, right of way issues and their perceived “loss of property”.  Neil reviewed the means by which roads are created and defined the town’s right of way.  After discussion, he agreed to research the status and accurate location of Big Sand Lake Drive.  In the meantime, he asked Dale to level the berm created in the residents’ driveways when he graded that road.

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Neil Ambourn had received a request from the Burnett County Historical Society for a donation of a 1938 WPA plat map.  Peggy said she would get additional information and report back to the board.  Neil also reported that County Highway had contacted him regarding chip-sealing jobs.  He also reported that the chair of the town of La Follette had called him and had decided to proceed with pulverizing Viola Lake Road.

· Peggy Tolbert reported that Mallard Lake Family Resort and Hunter’s Inn had paid their annual license and publication fees and had received their licenses for the upcoming year.  She also reported that she would be completing the 2nd quarter payroll reports by the end of July.

· Marlene Halonie reported that there had been $103.44 in deposits, $13,941.46 in expenses, resulting in a bank balance of $93,715.01. 

· Employee Dale Halonie reported that shouldering of the town roads was almost completed and that he would complete shouldering later this fall.  He had been working with County Highway on Mallard Lake Cut Across, assisting with packing.  After discussion, it was decided that the town road budget was high enough to let County Highway do that work and have Dale work on other things.  Dale had also graded, cleaned up downed trees and patched roads.  He also reported that the grader tires had been repaired and had been converted to tubeless.  After discussion, it was decided that Dale would mow roadsides and intersections.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

· Dale had received one bid for preparing and painting the town hall.  Various other options were discussed and the issue was tabled until more information was available.

· Neil reported that assessor Marv Nordquist had withdrawn his contract offer.  After discussion it was decided that meetings with other candidates would be setup.  (On Tuesday, July 27, a special town meeting was held to meet with Clif Pardun – Neil Ambourn, Jim Tolbert, Jack Erickson, and Peggy Tolbert attended.  No decision was made)

· Progress on the town’s driveway ordinance and permit process was discussed briefly.  Peggy agreed to try to work on a draft of these for review prior to the next meeting.

· Neil and Jim reported on their discussion with Jim Flanigan about zoning and whether the Town of Sand Lake should adopt County zoning.  Jim Flanigan will be sending board members information on County zoning for their review.

· Bills were presented for review and signature

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.  The next town board meeting will be on Monday, August 9, 2004.
