Minutes

Town Board Meeting

May 10, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:05 pm, following the Annual Town Meeting.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie. Clerk Peggy Tolbert was absent.  Public notice of the meeting was verified.

Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried. Neil asked that a copy of the new UDC options be sent to all board members along with copies of this meeting’s minutes.

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Neil Ambourn reported that the DNR was not opposed to the discontinuance of the town road as proposed by the Pavlicek family.  He also reported that the WI Towns Association was asking for support of the Superior Veterans Outpatient Clinic by contacting our State Senator

· Marlene Halonie reported that there had been $19,961.27 in deposits and $14,364.28 in expenses in April for a bank balance of $101,578.17.  

· Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had brushed up Joe Klecker’s and was hoping to start shouldering.  He had also been grading town roads, had replaced teeth in the scarifier, fixed a wall in the town shop, put the dock in, and had fixed the lights on the loader. There was discussion about the landowner who had dug a hole next to Gaslyn Road, west of Gary Larson during construction of a private driveway.  Jack and Dale estimated 2-3 hours to repair the damage, noting that the hole was about 3-4 feet deep.  Dale was directed to take material from ROW with loader and to keep track of his time.  Jim was going to take photos of the hole on Tuesday.  Neil would call the landowner after Marlene determined who it was.  Neil noted that a driveway ordinance was needed in the town detailing location, construction and culvert requirements.  Jack volunteered to write a driveway ordinance.  The clerk would be asked to check with other townships for examples.  Other road topics: Neil noted that there was quite a bit of shouldering to be done.  He also asked Dale to measure the current Viola Lake culvert, Neil will be filing a permit if needed.  Dale had a question about the conversion of his 96 vacation hours into 160 hours of sick time.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

· The Board signed the resolution to discontinue a town road that had been requested by the Pavlicek family.  Annual DOT report will remove that section of road from the town’s road inventory.  Dale will remove the stop sign.  

· A motion to approve the liquor license and operators license renewals that had been received from Mallard Lake Family Resort was made by Neil Ambourn, and seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Assuming that the renewal application from Hunter’s Inn is also received, their application is also included in the motion.  The motion was carried

· Bids for the sale of the dump truck were opened at 8 pm.  Two bids were received – one from Benson Thompson, Inc. for $15,101.51 and one from Jack Erickson for $15,365.  Jack Erickson was the high bidder, and Neil moved to accept Jack’s bid.  The motion, seconded by Jim Tolbert carried.  Jack will receive the title upon payment in full.  Neil requested that the “Town of Sand Lake” be removed from the truck.

· Painting of the town hall was discussed.  Neil noted that the presence of lead in the old painted needs to be determined.  Jack suggested that the building should be sandblasted in preparation for new painting.  John Lawson suggested that sand blasting be a separate bid item.  Mallard Lake Sand blasting was mentioned.  Neil noted that projects over $5,000 need a class 2 public notice.  Dale will measure the building.  Jack noted that a few window sashes need to be replaced.  Marlene noted that dirt needs to be sloped away from the building – Dale will do this.

· John Lawson attended the meeting to inquire about the status of the permit for culverts on Viola Lake Road.  Neil noted that for culverts 24” or less, the town does not need to file a permit

· Bills were presented for review.  A motion was made to bring cookies.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:20pm.  The next town board meeting will be on Monday, June 14, 2004.
