Minutes

Town Board Meeting

April 13, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 8:45pm, following the Annual Town Meeting.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  The clerk verified public notice of the meeting.

Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Peggy Tolbert reported that she had almost completed the State Financial Report CT for 2003, and had also been working on the 2003 annual report, and the 1st quarter payroll reports.  She also noted that the April 6 election had a fairly good turnout.  Peggy also reported that she will be out of town for the May 10 meeting and said that Jim Tolbert would be taking the minutes of the meeting in her absence.

· Marlene Halonie reported that there had been $10,146.88 in deposits through March 26.

· Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had graded roads, and had completed brushing almost to Sewell Road.  Two members of the Board of the Town of La Follette were present to discuss problems that the two towns had in common with Schrider Road.  After discussion, it was decided to wait on reconstruction of the road, but to gravel it this year and to continue the practice of alternating responsibility for grading and snowplowing between the two towns. Dale also reported that the town pickup truck needed new tires.  He also requested that the 12 days of vacation that had carried over from previous years be converted to sick time, as had been previously discussed.

Matters for discussion and possible action: 

· Joe Macke from Secluded Land Co. reviewed a request for rezoning that will be heard by the County Zoning Committee on April 20 on behalf of Allen and Laurie Frigen.  Secluded Land Co. is planning on purchasing land from the Frigens and developing a subdivision along the Yellow River near Whistler Bridge.  The rezoning request is to change the designation from A-2 to RR-3.

· The date for the Board of Review was set for Tuesday, June 1.  Assessor Marv Nordquist will be available to taxpayers between 4-6pm and the BOR will be held from 6 – 8pm.

· A resolution was passed to accept the Burnett County EOM plan for the town EOM plan.

· Jim Tolbert reported that the public notice for the discontinuance of the town road that had been requested by the Pavlicek family had been published.  The notice had been in the paper one week prior to this meeting and will run for an additional week.  It was decided to wait until the May meeting to pass the formal resolution of discontinuance.

· After discussion, it was decided to publish a notice requesting of bids for the sale of the old dump truck.  Bids will be opened at the May 10 meeting.  Neil Ambourn and Jim Tolbert will discuss the minimum acceptable bid, but the public notice will state that the board reserves the right to refuse any and all bids.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for review.  Jack Erickson made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 10pm.  The next town board meeting will be on Monday, May 10 2004.
