Minutes

Town Board Meeting

June 14, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:00 pm,.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Public notice of the meeting was verified.

Jack Erickson made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried. 

Joe Macke from Secluded Land Co. was present to update the board on the preliminary layout of the proposed subdivision on Whistler Road.  The County Board had approved the required zoning changes, and the various requirements still remaining for the DNR were discussed.

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Neil Ambourn discussed various issues related to village powers for towns, the hold on the implementation of the UDC, and adopting County zoning.  After discussion it was decided to ask Jim Flanigan to come to a special town meeting to discuss zoning, with the idea that adoption of County Zoning could be an agenda item on the next Annual Meeting.

· Peggy Tolbert reported on the Board of Review.  There had been no objections filed during the meeting, but the assessor had made several changes during open book.  It was noted that the board was not completely happy with the current assessor. Peggy also noted that there will be a partisan primary on September 14.

· Marlene Halonie reported that there had been $15,600.80 in deposits, $11,957.02 in expenses, resulting in a bank balance of $107,553.03. The Equipment fund balance is $21,891.87.  

· Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had replaced stops signs as needed, prepared and delivered the old dump truck to its new owner (Jack Erickson), including removing the Sand Lake identification.  He had also patched and graded roads, done a lot of storm damage cleanup, shouldered Dongola and Peterson Roads.  Flat tires on the grader had been repaired; he also noted that there was a bad tire on the loader.  Dale had also worked on the old pickup.  It was decided that a stump grinder would be needed where he had been brushing on Sand Lake Road.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

· Painting of the town hall was discussed. Dale reported that tests showed that lead was contained in the old paint.  It was decided to get bids for sandblasting, debris removal and disposal and painting.

· Peggy reported that the applications for liquor, operator and cigarette vendor licenses had been received that she had sent out invoices to be paid directly to Marlene for renewal fees and publication fees.  She asked Marlene to let her know when the fees were paid so that the licenses could be issues.

· The renewal of Marv Nordquist’s contract for another year was discussed.  It was decided that the board would speak with one or two other assessors before signing the contract with Marv.

· The need for a driveway ordinance/permit process/fine schedule was discussed.  Jack Erickson had written a draft and Neil had brought an example from the County.  Peggy said that she would consolidate the various ideas and bring a draft ordinance to the next meeting.

· Bills were presented for review.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:45pm.  The next town board meeting will be on Monday, July 12, 2004.
