Minutes

Town Board Meeting

March 8, 2004 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:00pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  The clerk verified public notice of the meeting.

Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried.

Town Correspondence was reviewed. Neil Ambourn presented a consent agreement for the next phase of the St. Croix Band’s sewer project along Angeline Road had been received.  After discussion, it was agreed to sign the consent agreement.  Neil had also received a letter from the County Highway Department reviewing their road projects scheduled for 2004.  In the Town of Sand Lake the County Highway Department will be reconstructing Mallard Lake Cut Across and Emerson Road from Gaslyn Lake to Emerson Bridge.  Neil also reported that he had attended the meeting of the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department regarding the fire award system at which he requested that the point system be established and mailed to the Board for review.  Neil also reported on the new Storm Water permit process, noting that planning ahead on projects will be needed, and that the County Highway Department will be requesting the permits.

Reports from town officers and employees: 

· Peggy Tolbert reported that she was working on the State Financial Report CT for 2003.  Peggy thanked Dale for the enclosed notice box at Austin Lake.  Peggy noted that there will be an election on Tuesday, April 6 for County Board Supervisors, school board positions in Webster and Siren School Districts and a referendum in the Siren School District.

· Marlene Halonie reported that as of February 27, the equipment fund balance was $21,870 and the checking account balance was $99,152.87

·  Employee Dale Halonie reported that he had been working on right of way clearance of Mallard Lake Cut Across and snowplowing.  After discussion, Neil asked Dale to post weight limits on town roads beginning 3/10.  It was also decided to meet with County Highway Department to discuss the upcoming projects that they would be working in Sand Lake.  A road inspection was also scheduled for Monday, March 29.  Peggy Tolbert will post that meeting.  Dale reported on the Highway Signage class he attended.  

Matters for discussion and possible action: 

· The agenda for the Annual Town Meeting to be held on Tuesday, April 13 was discussed.  In addition to regular agenda items a proposal for a Town website will be discussed and whether the town should continue contracting for snowplowing of private driveways.

· Neil Ambourn and Peggy Tolbert had reviewed the County EOM plan.

· Neil Ambourn had reviewed the County Forest 10-year plan and had comments that he presented for Town Board approval.  

· After discussion of the Uniform Dwelling Code (UDC) it was decided that the Town of Sand Lake would take no action and defer to the state for enforcement.  It was noted that this decision could be changed at a later date.

· Surveyor Doug Crane, on behalf of Mr. Hague (the property owner), made a request to the Board for adoption of a 2600 foot private road as a town road in section 23.  It was noted that the road had been built to township standards and eventually would serve as an access road to 7 homes along the Yellow River, off of County Road X.  Currently there are only undeveloped lots in the subdivision.  Neil Ambourn recommended against adoption at this time, but noted that the issue could be raised again in the future.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to that effect.  The motion was seconded by Jack Erickson, and was carried.

· Jim Tolbert reported that Kathy Swingle had provided the necessary information concerning the Pavlicek family request to discontinue a town road, however, the revised petition had not been received yet.  After discussion, it was decided to table the issue until the regular April meeting when the proper public notice could be published.

· Jim Tolbert reported that nothing had happened concerning the transfer of Angeline Road from the Town of Sand Lake.  It was decided to drop the issue from future meeting agendas until further notice.

· Jim and Peggy Tolbert requested a partial refund of their snowplowing fee because it had not been possible to plow their driveway with the new truck without additional trees being cut.  After decision it was decided to refund $80 of their $200 fee.

· Peggy Tolbert presented bills for review.  Jack Erickson made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.  The next town board meeting will be on Tuesday, April 13 2004, immediately following the Annual Meeting that will begin at 7pm.
